MOTION TO DIVIDE THE QUESTION - BIFERCATE

When a question relating to a single subject contains several
parts, each of which is capable of standing on its own, the
parts can be separated to be considered and voted on as if
they were distinct questions.

« A motion is made and seconded to divide the question or bifurcate,
indicating how the divide is to be made

e Itis only amendable as to how the motion is divided

« If the question is divided, each section is treated as a separate
motion that has already been made
S0, you discuss one, vote on it, and then go to the next one.
