HUD Definitions
Homeless   An individual or family who lacks a fixed, regular, and adequate nighttime residence.
Chronically Homeless Individuals and Families   Person(s) who lives or resides in a place not meant for human habitation, a safe haven, or in an emergency shelter; or, has been living or residing in a place not meant for human habitation, a safe haven, or in an emergency shelter continuously for at least 1 year or on at least 4 separate occasions in the last 3 years; and is adult head of household (or a minor head of household if no adult is present in the household) with a diagnosable substance use disorder, serious mental illness, developmental disability (as defined in section 102 of the Developmental Disabilities Assistance and Bill of Rights Act of 2000 (42 U.S.C. 15002)), post traumatic stress disorder, cognitive impairments resulting from a brain injury, or chronic physical illness or disability, including the co-occurrence of 2 or more of those conditions.
Persons at Risk of Homelessness An individual or family with: 

· income below 30 percent of median income for the geographic area (see Anchorage income limits below);

· insufficient resources immediately available to attain housing stability; and has moved frequently because of economic reasons; is living in the home of another because of economic hardship; has been notified that their right to occupy their current housing or living situation will be terminated; lives in a hotel or motel; lives in severely overcrowded housing; is exiting an institution; or otherwise lives in housing that has characteristics associated with instability and an increased risk of homelessness.

Persons with Chronic Substance Abuse   A diagnosable substance abuse disorder, and/or related clinical documentation of the disorder.
Veterans and their Families   Veterans and their families, who are at risk for homelessness or attempting to exit a situation resulting in becoming homeless, are eligible for HUD programs and services.   
Persons with HIV/AIDS   See definition for Persons with a Disability.
Unaccompanied child   Any person under age 18 who presented for services alone.   
Victims of Domestic Violence and Other Dangerous or Life-Threatening Conditions   Any individual or family who is fleeing, or is attempting to flee, domestic violence, dating violence, sexual assault, stalking, or other dangerous or life-threatening conditions in the individual's or family's current housing situation, including where the health and safety of children are jeopardized, and who have (no other residence and lack resources or support networks to obtain other permanent housing.

Families with Children “Familial status” is defined as one or more individuals (who have not attained the age of 18 years) domiciled with a parent or another person having legal custody of such individual or individuals. 

Persons with a Disability Any person who has a physical or mental impairment that substantially limits one or more major life activities, has a record of such impairment, or is regarded as having impairment.  In general, a physical or mental impairment includes hearing, mobility and visual impairments, chronic alcoholism, chronic mental illness, AIDS, AIDS Related Complex, and mental retardation that substantially limits one or more major life activities. Major life activities include walking, talking, hearing, seeing, breathing, learning, performing manual tasks, and caring for oneself
Elderly (Household)   An elderly household is any household in which: the head, spouse, or sole member is 62 years of age or older; two or more persons who are at least 62 years of age live together; or, one or more persons who are at least 62 years of age live with one or more live-in aides. 
Frail Elderly   An elderly person who is unable to perform at least three "activities of daily living" comprising of eating, bathing, grooming, dressing, or home management activities.
Serious Mental Illness   A person with a persistent mental illness or emotional impairment that seriously limits that person's ability to live independently.
