Mr. Starr concurred. AWWU had invested $700,000 in a work plan to help resolve the matter.

Chair Claman scheduled the worksession for June 6™, from 10:30 a.m. to noon.

To Mr, Coffey, AWWU General Manager Mark Premo indicated the postponement would not hamper construction, but
staff would not be available {to answer questions) on June 6",

To Dr. Selkregg, Mr. Abbott responded the Administration supported a worksession date in July. Mr. Premo
concurred. Chair Claman suggested postponing until July 29" and stated that a worksession would be scheduled.

Municipal Manager Heather Handyside concurred.

Mr. Starr stated a good management plan was needed for the aqualics group. Positions still were not filled. While he
supported the aquatics program, he did not think the city was actively addressing the issue or providing information.
He did not want to move ahead in haste and he wouid not accept the memorandurm that included change orders.

Dr. Selkregg stated that user groups, struggling with the aguatics program fee structure, needed to be heard from.
Mayor Begich stated that this followed the Parks and Recreation Commission's advice, which had followed an

extensive public process involving individuals and user groups. Recemmendations included more taxes, more fees or
cutting services.
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To Mr. Coffey, Mayor Begich responded the sports concession stands would receive waivers. Parks Director Jeff
Dillon responded the fee schedule included an increase for lanes fees and the School District would be adding sixth-
period swimming.

Mr. Starr stated there was a Chugiak-Eagle River Parks and Recreation system, which was exempt from the policies
that were set in the Anchorage system. He urged for the Assembly to proceed with caution,

Dr. Selkregg stated the kinks would be worked out and she would support it. Mayor Begich responded it was
anticipated that these changes wouid resolve the issues being addressed, but not everyone would be happy.

Ms. Ossiander requested additional information on pocls and pool maintenance. She urged consideration of creating
and discussing expectations and policy directives for sub-vendors.

To Chair Claman, Mr. Dillon responded the Assembly had set the fee rates in the budgeting process. Mayor Begich
responded the decisions made by the Boards of Supervisors would not be reviewed by the Assembiy. Ms. Johnston
stated that fees for the Forest Fair were set by the Board of Supervisors.
To Mr. Starr, Mr. Dillon responded the pool manager and lifeguard positions would be filled.

Mayor Begich stated the Heritage Land Bank {HLB) was preparing additional land in Girdwood for residential
development. He proposed that a worksession be scheduled to show lands that were preserved for a wide variety of
uses, including schools, greenbelts and parks. Girdwood was in need of affordable residential housing.

Mr. Coffey stated this was a small incremental increase. There was a definite need for housing in Girdwood. The land
needed o be in the hands of homeowners. Mayor Begich responded that families wanted to live in Girdwood,

Dr. Selkregg supported scheduling a worksession to discuss land being developed by the HLB. There had been
valuable land moved in the past fifteen years.

Mr. Birch stated that Girdwood constituents had commented on the effort. He supported improving the communication
lines and he supported the effort.

Chair Claman supported scheduling a worksession to get details about the next HLB land transfer. Economic and
Community Development Director Mary Jane Michael concurred. Chair Claman called for a vote.

Mr. Starr thanked the Administration for addressing budget policy and solutions and providing information and clear
rumbers. He thanked Office of Management and Budget Director Wanda Phiflips and Chief Fiscal Officer Sharon
Waeddleton for their work. The budget numbers would make more sense further in the year, as the Assembly made
decisions about running government. There were unfitled, fully-funded positions in the Aquatics Program. Parks
Director Jeff Dillon responded that he had requested that a worksession be scheduled that would review the
recommendations of the Aquatics Committee and the Aquatics community. The manager's position was actively being
advertised. Lifeguards, which were youth-oriented positions with a high turnover rate, were constanily adverlised.
Cash reserves were not being spent on other things.

To Mr. Coffey, Ms. Weddleton responded that compiling information on vacancy rates was labor-intensive and she
urged members to request information for specific positions. Mr. Coffey requested information on the twenty-two
Anchorage Police Department (APD) positions. Many of the charitable contributions numbers listed in the report were
grants approved by the Assembly. Ms. Weddleton concurred. Mayor Begich stated that while it was not necessary,
the report offered full disclosure of all confributions, including 501C-3 grants.
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Ms. Ossiander appreciated the report. A better understanding was needed about the APD vacancy factor. Mayor
Begich responded this would be discussed during the budgel review.

Mr. Birch thanked the Administration for the list, Mayor Begich responded the city gave a contribution to Covenant
House, but the report did not include contributions from the Anchorage School District.

Ms. Johnston thanked Ms. Phillips and Ms. Weddleton for their work, which made the budget process easier to review.

Robert C. “Beau” Bassett reported the Alaska Points of Light Youth Leadership Institute had recently graduated a
group of young adults, including Lauren Astor, Seth Bolds, Jennifer Christiansen, Devante Hastings, Megan Johnston,
Timothy Lee, Gavin Lyons, Lindsay Martin, Jordan Pruszenski, Ryan Sherwin-Alakayak, Curliah Young, Zach Barkley,
Joy Chappell, Kimberly Delk, Coby Hoffman, Natalie Kardell, Demetria Lyons, Adam Leibert, Pandora Mewborn,
Amanda May Sather and Marlise Williams. Graduates told of their community service and how much they had enjoyed
their work. Dr. Selkregg, Ms. Gray-Jackson, Mr. Gutierrez and Mayor Begich thanked Mr, Bassett for his leadership
and the graduates for their service.

Chair Claman read the resolution titie and opened Public Hearing,

TALVA CHANG, who owned a liquor store next to the proposed Brown Jug location, testified there were ather liquor
stores (in the area). The location was close to Dimond High School, bike trails and foot traffic. There was already
much drinking at Chester Creek.

Mr. Coffey disclosed a possible conflict of interest. He had formerly represented Brown Jug, more than five years ago.
He no longer was associated with Brown Jug or his former law firm. Chair Claman ruled that Mr. Coffey did not have a
conffict of interest and ordered that he participate with the issue. There were no objections.

STANLEY KURCZYNSKI, a Sand Lake resident, questioned whether Brawn Jug needed another outiet, which would
put pressure on the “mom and pop” businesses in the area. He urged Brown Jug to reconsider and show compassion
to other loca! husinesses.

HARVEY ROOKUS questioned why Brown Jug would want another store In this location because they already had
many other liquor stores.

WILLIAM LORRENZE opposed Brown Jug developing in this iocation. He wanted to keep the trailhead clean.
BERNADETTE BRADLEY testified that Brown Jug would raise the operating standards in the area. Brown Jugwas a
leader that cleaned up homeless camps, did not serve minors and had a good record with the Alcoholic Beverage
Control Board.

RICK HOFF, homeowner in the area, testified there were several liquer stores within close proximity to his home and
he opposed allowing another liquor store in this location. There would be more panhandlers and drinking in the area
and there had recently been a shooting. He and his son walked the trail all the time and it was no longer safe.

JOHN DUNN testified there were already many liquar stores in the area and Brown Jug did not need an extra store.
There was a schoof in the area. Brown Jug was community-minded, but the community did not want the store there.
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LOWELL SHINN, 0.C. MADDEN, ED O'NEILL and BOB KLEIN, representing Brown Jug, testified that having their
store in the proposed location would increase the standards {in the area). Mr. Shinn stated that Brown Jug maintained
high standards by cleaning up, prehibiting sales to mincrs and being involved with community service, Brown Jug
regularly tested their own employees for serving minors. To Dr. Selkregg, Mr. Shinn responded Brown Jug did not
serve inebriates and Mr. O'Neill cleaned the trails and underbrush where the homeless congregated. To Mr. Coffey,
Mr. Shinn responded that Brown Jug maintained a photo album of inebriates in the area, to help keep them out of the
stores. Vice President Madden testified that Brown Jug used the TAMS training and updated employees every 12-18
months. Brown Jug successfully pursued prosecuting minors illegally on premises by using small claims court and had
received national attention for their efforts of dealing with mincrs. Mr. Shinn responded that Brown Jug would address
existing problems in the area. To Ms. Gray-Jackson, Mr. Shinn responded there were three other establishments in
the area.

To Ms. Gray-Jackson, Mr. Chang (a fiquor store owner located next to the proposed site} responded that his business
and Fred Meyer followed state requirements and used the TAMS pregram for their employees.

CHARLES GORSUCH who lived across the street from Mr. Chang's liquor store, opposed Brown Jug opening a store
in this location, There was a school nearby and another (fiquor} store was not needed in the area,

TROY WILSON questioned Brown Jug's interest in the location. He suspected they were trying to run off the small
businesses.

There was no additional public testimony and Chair Claman closed Public Hearing and called for a motion.

Ms. Ossiander moved, to approve AR 2008-62,
Dr. Selkregg seconded,

To Chair Claman, Mr. Shinn responded that he and his wife owned a one-third interest in the property.

Mr. Gutierrez stated that he and his wife had lived in the Campbell Creek area and were familiar with the problems.
Brown Jug was the best operator in the city and did a tremendous amount of good in the community, but he
Yuestioned increasing the number of liquor stores in the area.

Mr. Flynn thanked Brown Jug for their efforts, addressing the public inebriate issues in the community. He stated there
were other liquor stores in the area, but there were no provisions in Anchorage Municipal Code that limited the number
in an area. Brown Jug would work with the neighborhoad to address the issues.

Mr. Coffey stated there was no law in Code for numbers {of liquor stores) because businesses were concentrated in
major arteriafs with B-3 zoning. It was important to understand that ordinances reflected consideration of permitting of
conditionat uses. Considerations were given to impact, Brown Jug worked hard to maintain high standards and a
good reputation. After 25 years in the business he understood what mattered was the operator, not the location.
Brown Jug would raise the bar for standards and that area would improve. Anchorage had fewer package stores than
were allowed, based on the population. Brown Jug was the best operation in town and he urged support.

Dr. Selkregg stated that she had gotten many emails on this matter and had talked with the appiicant. Brown Jug was
locally-owned, had a good track record in the city and would have a quality business. The Assembly did not have legal
authority to turn down things because of competition with existing stores.

Mr. Birch supported the conditional use permit and development at this location. Brown Jug took initiative to resolve
issues in the community, had a great reputation and would raise the standards. He would support it.

Ms. Drummond stated that it was the right of the business to use this location. Brown Jug was an outstanding operator
in her district and had done a good job cleaning up the neighborhoods. She would support it.

Ms. Johnston stated that this Brown Jug team id great community service and treated inebriates with respect. She
appreciated their efforts. She supported it.

Chair Claman supported the conditional use for Brown Jug. The Assembly's job was not to reguiate competition.
Brown Jug was locally-owned and very respensible corporate citizens who would make higher standards and clean up
the area. He called for a vote.

SUSAN GORSKI, Chugiak-Eagle River Chamber of Commerce Executive Director, testified in support of revitaiization
and the Eagle River Town Center Project. The library had the highest readership in the community. The Town Center
was needed and was supported by the community. On behalf of the Chamber she urged support.

PETER RISSE, Director of the University of Alaska, Eagle River, testified that people in this area had a high level of
education and he supparted the library rehabilitation and the Eagle River Town Center, which would add character to
the community and bring people together. He urged support.

TERRY SCHOENTHAL, with Land Design North testified that the revitatization plan and design would create the Town
Center which would be a town core for Eagle River.

AL ROMASZEWSKI, owner of REMAX of Chugiak-Eagle River, testified that the Valley River Center had failed as a
shopping center, had been virtually empty for the past ten years and had become an eyesore with failing businesses.
This area would excel as the Town Center and would be greatly appreciated by the community,

TED KASSIER, an Eagle River resident and Library Advisory Board member, testified in support of the Town Center,

which was strongly supported by the community and would revitalize downtown Eagte River. The $2 million interfund
loan was only a last resort. He urged support of the resolution.
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JOE HEGNA, President Elect for Eagle River Chugiak Chamber of Commerce, personally supported the project, which
addressed long term planning and was sensible in a growing community. He urged support.

DR. PETER LORENTZEN, owner of Alaska Chiropractic and Therapy Clinic, located next to the proposed project site,
testified in support. The area needed revitalization and the community supported the project.

JIM ARNESEN, representing Eklutna, Incorporated, testified in support of the Eagle River Town Center Project, with
the revitalization of the library and creation of a community center. He urged the Assembly to support the plan.

There was no additional public testimony and Chair Claman closed Public Hearing and called for a motion.

Mr. Starr stated that the process had had many challenges and dead ends. He thanked Mayor Begich and city staff,
who had fully supported the revitalization and had offered professional solutions.

Mr. Coffey thanked Mr. Starr and Ms. Ossiander for their harg work, researching the buflding and determining the costs
of the project. The Town Center was needed in Eagle River ang he would support it.

Mayor Begich stated that he had worked with the community in support of this project, even before he was mayor. The
cammunity was passionate about the project and had lobhied legislators, which had made the difference. He thanked
Ms. Ossiander and Mr. Starr for their support,

Mr. Birch supported the project. Mayor Begich responded that the Administration had a legal review of the funding
source and found no problems. The Administration fully supported it.

Dr. Selkregg stated that this had been talked about in the community for the past ten years. It was exciting to watch
each section of the city developing. She would Support it.

Chair Claman supported the project.

Ms. Ossiander stated there had been much discussion about this project, which had been slow in coming. She
thanked the Administration for their support. The heart of Eagle River had been an eyesore for years and it was a
positive thing to support the Town Center. The building revitalization would be completed within a year and would be a
dramatic change for downtown Eagle River. She strongly urged support.

ASD SUPERINTENDENT COMEAU urged for Assembly support of the budget revisions and to increase the tax cap to
increase the revenues.

CHRIS SCHUTTE, Anchorage Downtown Partnership Executive Director, supported the appropriations for increased
police funding for downtown foot patrol officers for security and ambassadorship. He urged support. Ms, Ossiander
stated that she supported increased security for dewntown, but other resources needed to be found, rather than
funding from police overtime. Mr. Schutte responded funding for the foot patrol would be beneficial and was only short
term. Long term solutions would be sought. Mr. Fiynn stated that increased patrols would make a better downtown
with increased security for public events. To Mr. Coffey, Mr. Schulte responded that Anchorage Convention and
Visitor's Bureau (ACVB) would work with the ¢ity to develop the foot patrol program and work with the Downtown
Partnership to pursue grant possibilities to hire additional security ambassadors. Mr. Coffey stated using police
officers involved overtime dollars, was expensive and would not solve the problerm.
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CHARLENE SPADAFORE VASSAR, Anchorage Project Access Director, urged increasing the $25,000 appropriation.
To Dr. Selkregg, Ms. Vassar responded the program would be financially stable through 2008 and ene half of 2008,
except for pharmaceutical costs. To Ms. Johnston, she responded they were working with the Neighborhood Health
Center and United Way and trying to secure partnerships with other Anchorage businesses. They were interested in
parinering with the Municipality. Other similar organizations normally received city funding. To Mr. Coffey, Ms. Vassar
responded local pharmacists contributed pharmaceuticals. Mr. Coffey stated that she was asking for money from
taxpayers, who were people also struggling to make healthcare costs.

K.C. KALTENBORN, M.D. and Project Access Board President stated that doctors, physical therapists and nurse
practitioners saw patients at no charge. Procedures were completed with no compensation by the best specialists in
the state. He shared stories of patienis who wers without hope and had been helped. Mr. Coffey stated that the
Assembly heard many requests for help. There were people in the city with similar problems who couid not qualify for
healthcare programs. The taxing power of government should not cover somathing like this when citizens at large
were also suffering and not receiving help. Dr. Kaltenborn stated that patients receiving services decreased
emergency raom use. To Dr. Selkregg, he responded this program involved about sixty doctors and had received
funding from the Rasmuson Foundation. Mayor Begich stated that their volunteerism helped decreased use of
emergency rooms, which was expensive and eventually paid for by the insurance companies, with increased costs to
the insured. To Chair Clarman, Dr. Kaltenborn responded he worked in two private practices and had contributed his
services, valued at $26,000 to Project Access.

DUANE LESTER, a private physician and a Project Access volunteer testified that this country was in a medical crisis.
Emergency room care was poor use of resources and was ineffective. He urged support of the city's partnering with
Project Access to ensure long-term sustainability. Ms. Ossiander stated Project Access needed a work plan. Dr.
Selkregg thanked Dr. Lester for his volunteerism and stated that she supported the program.

BILL MAYER, a cardiologist and Project Access donor, testified that his company had donated $2 million in services
since the program began, but pharmaceuticals were needed. The city’s support was a cheap way to keep the overall
costs of healthcare down. Their services helped keep these people out of the hospitals and emergency rcoms. But,
the program could not afford the needed medications. To Dr. Selkregg, he responded that Project Access had served
750 patients and he had helped serve over forty.

NICHOLE VAUGHAN, Project Access patient, told her story of being helped by Project Access. This pregram should
be available to everyone in the city. She urged support,

JOHN LAPKASS, orthopedic surgeon and a Project Access volunteer, testified it was gratifying to help people and get
them back into the workfarce as productive and beneficial members of society. His clinic had provided over $200,000
in services, but they could not help everyone.

LAURA REINHOLD, a former healthcare manager who had sold pharmaceuticals, testified that pharmaceutical
companies gave very few samples to people in need. She thanked all the project volunteers and stated she supported
the program. To Mr. Gutierrez, she responded the city donation would pay off by keeping pecple out of emergency
FOOMS.

JED WHITTAKER testified that the Assembly had recently given $75 million to the Port of Anchorage, but people were
the most important asset and the $25,000 would be an investment. He urged support for the program.

PAUL D. KENDALL testified that the Assembly always addressed true folly without merit and needed to address
energy.

There was no additional public testimony and Chair Claman closed Combined Public Hearing and called for a motion
on AR 2008-63.

Ms. Gray Jackson moved, to approve [AR-2008-84] "AR 2008-84(S),”
Mr. Gutierrez seconded,

Ms. Gray-Jackson, Chair of the Budget Committee, explained the process followed and the proposed amendments,
with a net total of $89,394 65. Municipal Manager Michael Abbott responded the Administration recommended use of
the fund balance from the emergency designation category to cover costs of additional budget amendments.

Ms. Ossiander staled that the areawide fund bafance for departments like Parks and Recreation was already short of
what it should be. People in Chugiak-Eagle River paid for their own Parks Department, which needed to be
addressed. Policy was needed to make sure that areawide funds were used to support areawide services. She had
not gotten her questions answered about the funded but unfilled posilions with the Anchorage Police Department
(APD). APD Deputy Chief Ross Plummer responded a constant vacancy factor allowed for recruitment. Mayor Begich
responded the twenty authorized funded positions were needed to hire new officers. Ms. Ossiander stated that she
opposed funding unfilled vacancies. The report indicated the vacancies would be filled, but there was stilt a request for
more funded vacancies, which meant the process would continue.

Mr. Coffey stated the APD currently had 16 funded vacancies. Chief Fiscal Officer Sharon Weddleton responded the
positions could be filled if applicants were found. Mr. Coffey stated that it was hard to understand maintaining funded
vacancies to fill those positions. He questioned what had happened to the fund balance, which was near zero. Ms.
Weddieton responded the APD managed their budget very well and thelr fund batance was low. Mr. Coffey stated the
city was $130,000 short for the band rating. Municipal Manager Michael Abbott responded that no service area money
or areawide money would go to other accounts. Mr. Coffey questioned whether the over-funding process would be
stopped. Mr. Abbott responded that budgets were based on estimations which caused revenue variations. The short
fund balance was not caused by additional spending. Revenue would continue to come in and next year the APD
could be overfunded. To Mr. Coffey, Deputy Chief Plummer responded a computer was issued to each officer.

Dr. Selkregg stated the Assembly had budgeted for a fixed number of (AFPD) positions, recognizing the vacancy factor.
The estimate had been precise, but additional money was being requested for overtime. The chronic (use off overtime
meant more officers were needed. Ms. Weddleton responded that the APD was recruiting as aggressively as possible.

To Mr. Birch, Ms. Weddleton responded the higher costs of PERS affected the ratio of benefit to salaries, with huge
margins between PERS tier levels, The city had previously over-subscribed to the medical and dental insurance
plans, and had exceeded claims paid and that surplus could be used to pay for the budget amendments.
