· This event resulted in extensive damage and 3 people lost their lives.  

· Multiple APD units responded and 18 police officers (including 4 officers) were exposed to fumes, toxins, and gases that resulted from the fire.  Officers assisted with evacuation of many of the buildings residents.
· ATF, State Fire Marshal’s office, AFD Fire Marshal’s office, and APD detectives have spent the past three weeks working to process the scene and conduct interviews to determine who is responsible.

· This incident is an ongoing arson and homicide investigation.

· 16th Annual Guns & Hoses Hockey game benefiting the Children’s Hospital at Providence was held 02/26/17.  Great game, lots of fun! 

· Turnagain Arm Police Service

· Bird and Indian communities will vote in April whether or not to tax themselves for a Police Service area (similar to Girdwood last April).  These communities were serviced by AST since before statehood.

· Largest mass casualty incident in the last 20 years.

· 17 victims taken to all hospitals

· Over 30 people re-sheltered.

· 2 fatalities on scene with multiple victims receiving advanced treatment outside Alaska.
· Outstanding job by the American Red Cross and the Salvation Army in their efforts to shelter, clothe, and feed displaced individuals.

· Stress debriefings for crews, internal processes for monitoring employees.
