Committee Reports


Deputy Chief Steve Smith, APD

· Brought commission up to date on the restructuring of administrative personnel at APD.

· Briefed the commission on current case load at the department; the officer shooting, focus on drugs and street level crimes by the vice unit

· briefed the commission homeless DOA’s found recently

Sam O’Conner-Question about the officer involved shooting

Sharon Chamard-APD had history of contact

Tony Piper -? Regarding the homeless DOA’s found this week

Sharon Chamard- Is there the ability to toxscreen those individuals after death?

Denise Morris-What about Juvi DOA that was listed as runaway? What is the difference between runaway and missing person?

DC Smith- explained difference between habitual runaway and missing person to the commission

Sharon Chamard –What can be done about chronic runaways?

DC Smith-Explained the challenges of dealing with juvenile runaways as it is currently not a criminal offense. He then went on to explain that youth programs and family support are currently the method to dealing with chronic runaways

Sam O’Connor-What about security at the Dimond Center?

DC Smith- Informed the commission on a recent meeting with Mayor Sullivan and Hugh Ashlock, owner of Dimond Center.  Briefed the commission on how Dimond Center has increased security and how Mr. Ashlock offered a bigger location for APD’s substation at Dimond Center. Currently there has been no further discussion on moving the Dimond Center substation to a bigger location in the mall.

Sharon Chamard-My student said that they recently heard a radio add for Traffic hot line?

DC Smith- The weekly Press release announced the new hot line and explained the purpose for reporting traffic problems.

Tony Piper- The State has an add explaining the difference between 911 emergency calls and non-emergency calls

DC Smith- gave examples of emergency vs. non-emergency

The renovations should be completed by end of summer
