· Energy action team members orientation last Friday

· Testing 

· Actual exercise is 11/6.  Lessons learned meeting in a few weeks 

· Invited the assembly?  Fire ops 101 was an example of a good exercise including these parties.  Planning event for internal parties.  Perhaps in the future.

· Generators? Saw many people purchasing at Costco.  OEM does community outreach about such topics

Deputy Chief Michelle Weston, AFD
· Fire Ops 101 held by IAFF.  Participants were subjected to the burn chamber, CPR, etc.  examples of what the firefighters do every day.

· Truck 11 specs going to purchasing

· Electric Patient Care Reporting (EPCR) going live on 11/16

· Responding to lot more chimney fires etc due to people turning on heat

· 4 more positions to be laid off 2010.  Workloads increased, delays in work product delivery from previous lay offs will continue in 2010.
· 2010 – Mayor is stopping the rolling closures by funding overtime
Deputy Chief Ross Plummer, APD 

· Budget issues, 2010 not finalized.  Increased vacancy factor but no vacant positions.  6 layoffs on January 1st.  59 total positions down 2009-2010.  To meet vacancy factor have to have 36 vacancies starting 1/1

· Internal arrests, on the positive side – people breaking law, no matter who they are arrested and the system works.  Department happy with verdict in Cohen case.  Tough on the department when officers break the law, not honoring the badge and the citizens.

· Mayor has asked for an internal deployment audit. First thing new Chief will be facing.  Mayor would like to see community policing.  Problem oriented policing currently.

· Serial rape suspect arrested.  Det. Sgt. McCoy in charge of sexual assault unit pieced together the case.  He went to the hearing and picked up cup from trash to do DNA testing on.  Good police work, took the extra steps to get him charged.

· APD was able to make a case against social worker when other departments in the lower 48 were not able to prior.  Very dangerous individual with a lot of child porn.

· Deployment audit? Last one in 1996.  Can be external or internal. Check where the resources are vs. community need.  Number of officers out vs. number of calls. Response times - are you meting the needs of the community.

· Any arrests in the case of murder from drive by at party?  No one has been charged.  The people at the scene are not cooperative and no one is stepping up to identify clearly those involved with specific information.
· DUI arrests still up – about as high as last years record high.

· Good training, good equipment.  Challenge for new chief to maintain level of service with reduction of services.

· Butler: asks Plummer about officers still opposed to legislation

· CHAR and SART, STAR, Rep Fairclough, UAA Justice Center Director, APD, Community Patrol, bar owners community council presidents all invited.

· Tuesday 15th scheduled to be heard at the assembly.

· Butler will prepare an announcement. Discussion on format and procedure of public forum.  

· Cabs- enough in the fleet, just not enough willing cab drivers.

· Morris: spike in DUI at bar break? Plummer reports that the increase is in other crimes such as assaults.

· Plummer, at break they have been over-served – different crowd. 

· Butler – APD ride along? Plummer affirmed.

· Morris: Patee contracting with limousine services? CHAR looked into other options, but liability was too great.

· Mew: look for a way to coax the cab drivers to stay on duty.

· O’Connor: not enforceable.  CHAR meeting: they said they would 

· No drinking, no sales seems to be the best solution

· Mew: for everybody, moving target if it is conditional use permit.  That is a moving target. Police officers won’t know.

· Morris, alcohol takes time and increases intoxication

· Cameron: concerns with the integrity of PSAC and public safety goals
· Barry’s is the one with the most complaints in terms of Alaska native justice center. 

· Morris – task force on homelessness. Public safety, communities, making sure they are off the streets.  Chronic inebriates, camps  - 40 camps now displaced.

· Lynda Zaugg not reappointed? Suggest a letter thanking her for her service, especially as past chair. 

· Mew: Flu immunizations have begun. Lower than estimated 66%, looking at 48-55% of elementary students being immunized.
