· Title 21 – make some recommendations- Sheila Selkregg, Chamard will discuss with Selkregg.

· Piper working the change person at DHHS, who was at last meeting

· Neighborhoods USA - Butler National Conference of Community Organizers – community councils are sponsoring in May 2011 – looking at tracks, curriculum now

· Butler – extend the hours proposal on extending closing when it is brought up again

· Chamard – deregulate the taxis

· Morris – shared recent observation of bar break

· Morris- research in 1999 initial contact of SA was in downtown area. Change different group frequenting the bars. Majority of SA not occurring downtown for AK Native Women.
