PRESENTATIONS

ANCHORAGE POLICE DEPARTMENT  CAPTAIN WILLIAM MILLER


Captain Miller states businesses will receive a letter with instructions and meeting times so they can be informed about the event. Captain Bill Miller notes the Department is gathering supplies and training for possible problems that could occur with the event, although unlikely.   This will be the first time this Event will be scheduled for Anchorage Alaska. There will be both sides of issues presented concerning the future of the Whale.
SPENARD COMMUNITY COUNCIL  SAM O’CONNOR






O’Connor reports that  due to the “ 0 Tolerance Detail “ in  Mountain  View  the  project was very  successful  for reducing Crime and  the bad guys discontinue to hang out there. Mr. O’Connor states they tend to move to North Muldoon and are traveling to other neighborhoods. O‘Conner recommends the next assignment concentrate again on the Mountain View Area and  make assignments such that Two Officers per night report to the area to mainly contact citizens and not answer other police calls. Sharon Chamard asked the question: “How long will these people and crimes are suppressed?” Captain Miller states he feels that perhaps the cold weather factor in to this.

PUBLIC SAFETY ADVISORY COMMISSION CHAIR  LYNDA ZAUGG

Lynda Zaugg asked if Graffiti   Busters Program was still in effect, and was answered by Mark Mew that yes they are and are very fast in their response time. The phone number for Graffiti Busters is 343 GONE.


EMERGENCY OPERATIONS CENTER  HEATHER HANDYSIDE

Heather Handyside reported on incident exercise of the EOC that took place Oct. 31st, Nov 1st and 2nd. The exercises and discussions took place regarding practice of potential environment disasters such as earthquake, dam breaking, infra structure down and security of hospitals. Personnel of three teams over three days were responding as if it were actual events. Topics covered were incident command system, how to acquire goods during a disaster, mega sheltering, how to use Web EOC software and how to use and map these systems.  During a crises situation, groups tend to use the mapping the old familiar way, by using a map and notes.  Many participants of the Practice Drill comment that it does feel real to them, of the exercise.


ANCHORAGE SCHOOL DISTRICT  MARK MEW
Mr. Mew  states  the WEB EOC Exercise  was a success and  recommended that in the next  Exercise like this that participants work on  performing skills in fewer areas and  work thru them  very  thorough  before completing the Exercise and going on  to the  next  Topic Exercise.  Mr. Mew states the Federal Grant for the EMERGENCY CRISIS ENERGY EXERCISE is being planned as a Field Exercise that simulates both a Hillside Fire and an Eagle River Earthquake, bridge disaster. Mr. Mew states this would be the first time the School District has been trained in any major way and could utilize up to 1,000 school district personnel. Teachers and Principals would be taught how to move kids and account for them and how to make things work   during a disaster.  Mr. Mew states the training will take place outside school hours as not to take personnel out of the classroom and school.  A scheduling date for this project has not been selected as of yet states Mr. Mew.

ANCHORAGE FIRED DEPARTMENT  JOHN T. HUXLEY
Mr. Huxley is standing in for  Michelle  Weston  who is  not present  due to  a Department Station Construction  Event  taking  place during  this time and must be present at that location. Mr. Huxley    states the State is in the process of increasing Firefighter Certification Level  to a  Level   II.   Mr. Huxley states that  Michelle Weston  wants to make  a presentation  on  QUICK ACTION PLANNING in a future meeting date and does want to show building diagram  maps  of all first floor buildings,  Knox boxes and area photographs  and  particular  buildings that may impact other structure buildings.. This could include up to 500 buildings and their interior lay out. QUICK ACTION PLANNING project does involve lots of pre-planning will be used for management training with other Agencies this summer.  This would be the first training of its kind and would allow Battalion Chiefs access buildings immediately.   Mr. Huxley spoke of his Wildfire deployment as one of 5 members of the MOA type 3 Incident Management Team (IMT) that went to the Tripod Fire in Washington State and position shadowed the Southern Type 1 IMT Team. The Tripod fire was a number one national priority and used over 3000 firefighters. The Southern IMT Team was the team deployed to New Orleans after the Katrina Hurricane. BC Huxley remained at the fire as a strike team leader and other members returned to Anchorage and may have been deployed to other fires. BC Huxley gained experience in obtaining thru rental heavy logging equipment from all over the Northwest for the use of fire fighting and noted it was good to know how to do this. Sam O’Connor complimented the Fire Department for the local effort of revisiting fire scenes to make sure the ashes are completely out.

TRAFFIC ISSUES
Chair Lynda Zaugg inquired about bar and parking lot locations, as folks go to and from the bar area, if there were safe areas to walk safely to their cars. Sam O’Connor noted that Mike Gordon would be addressing the problem soon and be getting back to us. Lynda Zaugg states that bar owners need to come in and talk about this issue before it becomes a problem.
