OLD BUSINESS:
1. Discussion of Title 21, Chapter 9 Girdwood Land Use Regulations

This item is carried over from March Quarterly Meeting agenda 

It is agreed that Title 21, Chapter 9 needs to be revised.  Tim Cabana and Marco Zaccaro have indicated that they will have time to work on this in the fall.  Also commercial properties that operate under Grandfather rights, which don’t allow for changing the footprint of the existing building. After fishing season, need to convene a group to engage on the issue of revising the commercial land use codes.  LUC can hear ideas from developers, who can state which changes they seek and why they want them. LUC and committee can determine what to send forward for code changes.
Cabana is moving forward with construction of building that Brewery will lease.  In the process, he has been to planning and zoning several times, trying to build a structure that does not meet current code requirements.    
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Cabana/Brewery project has been reviewed under Residential/Commercial requirements.  Project met with the Planning and Zoning Commission and was under review for 2½ hours as project needed variances, which was not received well at the Commission meeting, by commission members and by planning and zoning staff. Result was that project has been held to current code by Planning and Zoning Commission and P/Z staff.  Project is moving more slowly than it could, due to code compliance issues.
LUC/GBOS is concerned that though the project has been held to code compliance in the planning and zoning phase, there is a potential issue with actual construction compliance as there are no commercial inspections.  This would be handled by calling a Land Use Officer with complaints.

LUC asks staff to put the Brewery project on the LUC agenda in July and have Brewery Partners and Cabana present as follow-up to Planning & Zoning Commission meeting. 
Lewis adds that this all ties in with the Conditional Use Permit later in the agenda.  The new rules don’t bring petitioners back at the 35-65% design phase, and issues could be overlooked.  It’s important to have petitioners come back with the P/Z packet.
2. Handicap accessible parking at Town Square

This item came up with LUC discussions with The Herbal Cache and their location at the Laundromall in Town Square Park.  There was public comment from one person who stated that the handicap parking at Town Square Park is inadequate.  In fact, there is a handicap spot right in front of The Herbal Cache location.  

Handicap parking around the area matches code requirements:  2 at the Park and Ride, 1 at Chair 5, 1 at the Post Office, 1 at the Mercantile, 1 at Laundromall.  

This issue requires a stronger public complaint with evidence of lack of accessible parking.

Issue of lack of ramp to the Laundromall is separate item, which should be addressed by tenant with landlord.

3. Conditional Use Permits

This item is on the GBOS agenda for the 7PM meeting tonight.  This item is tabled and will be discussed at the regular GBOS meeting instead.
4. Move to Amend – Anchorage (LUC Item 1606-04 request for Resolution of Support for

amendment to US Constitution regarding corporate personhood and Free Speech.)
Both GBOS and LUC have heard presentations by the Move to Amend-Anchorage.  Issue is legal influence of corporations.  LUC seeking understanding with GBOS on how to handle this request – should LUC make a political statement or send it up to GBOS.

LUC operates on 1 person 1 vote and sends direction to GBOS to write letters and resolutions reflecting that vote.  This also came up with anti-discrimination some years ago.  Action should be sent up from LUC for GBOS to handle.
