1) Review ballot measure language to give Whittier PD the authority to enforce MOA Parking laws in Girdwood Service Area. 
Kyle Kelley provided draft language proposed by Municipal Legal department to allow parking enforcement in Girdwood.  Previous draft was worded more broadly, this one discusses Girdwood as the location of the parking enforcement and “Girdwood” is in the title of the ordinance.

Amanda Moser, Deputy Clerk – elections has been very resourceful and helpful in the past if there are items that GBOS needs help with.  This election will be the first mail-in ballot.

Group discusses that they would be comfortable with more clear statement that this is only intended for Girdwood, however Municipal attorneys encourage broader language to leave possibility for other enforcement locations in the future. If this is unsuccessful at the spring election, GBOS will pursue more targeted statement in the future.

Change allowing downtown parking enforcement through the Parking Authority was approved in recent years.
