The Girdwood Board of Supervisors and Girdwood Land Use Committee review Marijuana applications for development activity covered under Municipality of Anchorage Title 21.

The goal is to have the Petitioner present information to inform the public and LUC/GBOS about the project so it is easy to understand and gain approval, at the same time creating a process that is not so demanding that it unnecessarily slows or stops a potential development.

Unless otherwise stated, the information requested will be transmitted electronically to the boards' secretary 7 days before their respective meetings to be distributed to the board members and staff for review.

The public presentations at LUC and GBOS may be done with story boards or video, with appropriate explanatory narration.  The presentation will include all of the requested material.

The vote of the body along with comments and recommendations from the boards will be transmitted to the GBOS and appropriate governmental agencies.

Marijuana Licensing with State of Alaska: 3 AAC 306.025(b)
As soon as practical after initiating a new marijuana license application, the applicant must give notice of the application to the public by 

(3) submitting a copy of the application on the form the board prescribes to (A) the local government; and (B) any Community Council in the area of the proposed licensed premises.

Municipal Process
From MOA draft document “Marijuana Application Process (MAP) for New Applications for License and Special Land Use Permit (does not apply to license renewals)” 4-7-16, and AO No. 2016-3(S) As Amended 2-23-16.

MOA 21.03.105(C)(3) Application Submittal
Applications for a municipal marijuana license and a Special Land Use Permit for Marijuana shall be submitted to the municipality on a form provided by the municipality, after application to the state marijuana control board has been accepted.  [(MAP) Applicant Submits draft application to Muni (and to Community Council) as required by (State of Alaska) 3 AAC 306.025(b)(3), before Muni Application is submitted.]

Applicant mails community meeting notice 21 days before meeting, which must be before application submittal.  (MAP)

Applicant sends summary of community meeting to Director and affected Community Councils (21.03.020C.6.). (MAP)

MOA 21.03.020 (C)(2)(a) The applicant shall hold a community meeting for any of the following types of applications: iv.-Marijuana—Special Land Use Permit

MOA 21.03.020(C)(4)  Notice of Community Meeting
The applicant shall provide written (mailed) notice of the community meeting in accordance with subsection H.3. below, at least 21 days prior to the community meeting.  If the applicant does not use the community council meeting as the community meeting, the applicant shall provide community council notice in accordance with subsection H.6. below.

(H) Notice (3) Written (Mailed) Notice
When table 21.03-1 requires that written notice be provided, the director shall deposit 

such notice into first class mail at least 21 days prior to the scheduled date of the hearing. In computing such period, the day of mailing shall not be counted, but the day of the hearing shall be counted. Written notice shall be provided to the following persons or groups: (a) owners of the subject property, (b) Adjacent Property Owners and Residents/Occupants.

(H) Notice (6)  Community Councils
When table 21.03-1 (Summary of Notice Requirements) requires that notice be given to community councils, any officially recognized community council whose boundary includes any part of the subject property, and any additional such council whose boundary lies within 1,000 feet of any part of the subject property shall receive written (mailed) notice in accordance with H.3. above.
