Agenda Topics
1)
Discuss how to handle requests for GBOS/Community Council action that are outside of service area responsibilities.  Recent examples are: Fisheries topic, Northern Edge Training, 
End of Life, Citizens United (corporate personhood).
Staff receives requests for these topics to be added to agenda for community council action and is requesting clarification on how these should be handled. 

Group discusses that staff will draft a procedure for LUC and GBOS to review.  In general:
· Requestors that don’t meet the voting requirements for LUC will be encouraged to find a member of LUC to champion the cause.  
· Items that are seeking individual action can be introduced as a presentation at both or either groups’ regular meetings.

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· Items that are seeking formal action from LUC and requesting a Resolution of Support from GBOS will be brought forward as new business/old business at both groups.

Girdwood’s situation is different from other neighborhoods in Anchorage as LUC operates on a one person, one vote group, which recommends action by GBOS elected board as the community council ex-officio.
Draft of language will be introduced at LUC and GBOS in February as new business.

2)
Discuss recent decision by MOA Planning Director of requirement of new trail construction projects to be heard by the MOA Urban Design Commission.

Under the new Title 21, trail review may be required by the Urban Design Commission, at the discretion of the MOA Planning Director.  Cost of UDC application is $4,000.  
MOA Planning Director Michelle McNulty has determined that Girdwood Nordic Ski Club proposed Forest Loop Trail will go to UDC for review.  Michelle McNulty is aware that Girdwood already has several layers of public review at Trails Committee, LUC and GBOS, before trails are discussed at the Municipal level.

System for UDC review is similar to the Planning and Zoning review of construction projects.  Petitioner submits a packet to UDC, it is then introduced at UDC and a public hearing is held to gather planning department and public input.
UDC is a board appointed by the Mayor.

Girdwood does not have a Trails Master Plan, and it will take some time to create one. 

The concern of GBOS and others attending this meeting is that the $4,000 UDC review is a substantial amount.  Application fee may change the course of trail recommendations and development.  There is concern that avoiding fees may create incentive to push through more trails at one time and undermine local input in trail projects.

GBOS plans to discuss this with the MOA at the meeting next week. 

Christina Hendrickson asks if other groups have expressed concern about cost of UDC review to Assembly members.

3)
Discussion of the Open Meetings Act as it relates to GBOS Committees and their Subcommittees.

More than 3 members or a majority of the group may not meet or email for the purpose of discussing committee business.  All of the GBOS committees are currently understood to fall under this requirement:  LUC, GTC, Housing, T21C9, Trails Management Plan sub-committee, GAP.  

All of the committees are advisory, outside of powers of GBOS regarding budgets, GBOS decisions are also advisory and move on to Assembly for action.

Training on Open Meetings Act will be provided to GBOS and all executive committee members of committees and subcommittees soon.

4)
Discuss switching GBOS/LUC Joint Meeting cycle to semi-annual schedule (Jan/July).
Recommendation from staff to consider switching to “not less than twice annual schedule” instead of quarterly meeting to meet jointly.  This will help in opening up schedule for Girdwood Fire and Rescue BOD joint meetings, which are also scheduled twice annually.  This will require a change in language in the GBOS Rules and Procedures and LUC Operating Principles.  Proposed language for LUC and GBOS will be introduced as old business at the February LUC and GBOS meetings, based on this discussion as new business.
