Agenda Approval for October 16, 2018 Meeting

Old Business:

1. Discuss Schematic Design Plan status
Schedule for Jack Goodnoe visit and site walk on October 29, 2018.  Cemetery committee members, neighbors, public are encouraged to attend

10AM-11AM meet in the Girdwood Community Room, 250 Egloff Road to discuss expectations, hopes, desires of the cemetery.

11AM-1PM the group will go to the proposed site on Crow Creek Road.
Trails Committee representative should attend to show desired trail/bridge location for the site.  Jack will spend much of the rest of the day walking site, reviewing access, slopes, drainage, watershed, observing character.  Jack will create preliminary documents and a framework plan that identifies the more permanent aspects of the plan:
Circulation, water/land management, phasing strategy for growth. CRW will provide information already gathered regarding Cemetery Committee desired components of the property.  Rob Jones will be helpful in market research and the anticipated mix of burial types to be incorporated in the cemetery plan.  Rob will also have ideas on infrastructure needed:  storage, power, etc.  Elements of winter burials will need to be addressed.
Girdwood Cemetery will be operated and managed by Municipality of Anchorage, Dept of Health and Human Services
Maintenance (ie snow plowing) provided by Girdwood Valley Service Area

After the site visit, there will be follow-up sessions via web meetings, powerpoint reports, etc. Information will be shared via Land Use Committee and Girdwood Board of Supervisors meetings.

Mid-December, a preliminary design is expected, along with a cost estimate for developing the cemetery.
In January, a public meeting is expected to be held in Girdwood, to present approx. 65% design for public comment.
2. Discuss progress in working in conjunction with Eagle River Cemetery for Areawide bonding

Tommy O’Malley explains that Eagle River has been working on a Cemetery for some time, but may have not gotten as far in the actual concept development as Girdwood.  It has been suggested that the vote to approve areawide bonding for these projects would be more successful if they are combined. John Rodda is expected to attend the walk-thru on October 29.
3. Schedule date for Death Café in November
Group determines WED November 14 at the Grind 7PM.  Tommy O’Malley will contact a notary, attorney to provide advice, and will write an article for the Glacier City Gazette to promote the event.
