Old Business:

1. Discuss progress in working in conjunction with Eagle River Cemetery for Areawide bonding.

Tommy has spoken with Robin Ward with HLB.  There is land that she recommends is considered for this purpose in Eagle River.  Robin has been trying to reach out to Debbie Ossiander, but hasn’t made contact yet.
Tommy is meeting with new MOA Director of Health and Human Services, Natasha Penida, Rob Jones, and Bill Falsey tomorrow, Sept 19 at 1:30PM.  Main purpose of this meeting is to establish with her that DHHS is on board for running the cemetery once it’s built.

Plan is to seek Areawide bonding for feasibility study, schematic design and construction of Eagle River Cemetery, and for construction of Girdwood Cemetery.
2. Discuss Schematic Design Plan status
Contract has been negotiated with CRW @ $57,000.  MOA is signing the contract now, once it’s signed staff will forward to committee.  Jack Goodnoe will come to Girdwood sometime in October to meet committee, gather comments and review site.  Schematic design work should be complete by March 1, to give time for community input.

Committee members are encouraged to invite others to participate in the planning and information gathering that will be part of the Schematic Design Plan, to get the most of this phase of information gathering.

Tommy O’Malley plans to invite Girdwood Trails Committee and Girdwood Nordic Ski Club, and USFS Will Brennan to participate in walk-thru to establish where trails should go through the parcel.  He will also include Mike Branch, Maeve from HLB, and Mike Opalka.  Heather Hall has a list of people also to include; as well as neighbors of the parcel on Crow Creek Road.  Ideas on general public outreach include letter in the Glacier City Gazette, Facebook announcement, and direct mail.
Group discusses creating a FAQ sheet of questions that come up so that they can be distributed during public outreach during Schematic Design phase.

3. Death Café
Program designed to gather people to discuss their final wishes, for example living wills, wills, burial plans, etc.  Gator has expressed interest in hosting this at The Grind, sometime in November.
