Old Business:

1. Discuss Open House on Feb 28:
Event was well organized and well attended.  It has become a model for other public engagement, including Girdwood Area Plan.  CRW and their contracted crew did a great job. Some new folks attended and received information and answers to items of concern. Jack Goodnoe has stated that this project is his career favorite.

Article in Glacier City Gazette discussed the Cemetery. https://glaciercitygazette.net/girdwood-cemetery-proposal-gradually-moves-forward/ as follow-up Marc Donadieu and Tommy O’Malley may go to Hope/Sunrise to tour cemeteries there.

Public input received at the meeting has been collected. Committee members who want to make comments on the Schematic Design should send them to Rebecca by MON April 15 via email: rcampbell@crweng.com. This will finalize the report and close out the contract with CRW for this phase.
2. Timing and steps for bonding in 2021
Currently Eagle River is gathering speed and has a location they are leaning toward, which is located in a large park. John Rodda and Robin Ward are working on this as well. Information on Girdwood’s process will be shared with them, regarding RFP for design, etc.  Minutes and other items are on line at www.muni.org/gbos. Eagle River likely will need to find funding for planning through the Assembly.  For April 2021 bond for the ballot, the bond package would need to be set up by October 2020, and bond language completed by January 2021.

If this is not feasible, able to shift back a year to 2022.

3. Review municipal code regarding cemetery operations

Copy of Anchorage Municipal code is provided to the group.  The administrative items are likely not able to be changed, however discretionary items such as burial type (allowing Green Burials), timing, markers, decorations, etc could be changed to suit Girdwood and match the schematic design information.  Group is going to review this information and provide input at their next meeting.  Group may also decide to collect information from Kenai Cemetery, as well as collecting information in Girdwood regarding desire for pet burial sites, group/family sites (and number to cap them at), headstones, etc.
