1. Discuss Schematic Design Plan status:
Jack Goodnoe has produced preliminary Master plan drawing and has updated the phasing of the project.  In preparation for this meeting, he provided an analysis of existing conditions, Long Range Master Plan, North Woodlands and Meadows Master Plan.  All of these are preliminary documents, and add text to the drawings.

Bridge from the Cemetery to the Beaver Pond Trail has been moved to Phase 1.

Phase 1 – 2021 Election for the bond proposal; Phase II – 2040; Phase III – 2080; Phase IV – 2100
