Erin Eker asks about removing the requirement of 10400SF lot size for legal non-conforming detached ADU. With restrictions already in place with SF, setbacks, natural vegetation, maybe specifying lot size is not necessary. Anchorage new code does not specify lot size.  There are quite a few lots that might be impacted by removing the SF requirement.
Architectural standards: requirement that ADUs match the primary dwelling. 
Remove that ADU cannot be added to an existing bed and breakfast & remove drawing associated to this.
