Agenda Item LUC 1809-03: Committee reports, 3 minutes each:

GBOS Report (Mike Edgington):  3rd and 4th budget meetings were held and all elements of Girdwood budget have now passed.  Non-profit grant presentation meeting was held, grant award amounts will voted on next week. Christina Hendrickson is writing a letter to DOT regarding sweeps on the Alyeska Highway bike path. 
Trails Committee Report (Kate Sandberg): Trails Committee voted in support of recommending the amended Subcommittee Report on the Forest Park Loop multi-use trail to GBOS. Carolyn Brodin will be presenting GTC accomplishments and goals to HLB Advisory Commission at their meeting in Girdwood on WED Sept 12.
Girdwood Area Plan Update Committee (Diana Livingston & Lewis Leonard):  Last meeting was primarily a kick-off with the Huddle AK team.  Group is planning to survey the population soon and then again in January, workshop in Feb, Open house in April and possible re-survey in summer 2019 as part of phase 1 of the project. Kristine Bunnell with MOA long range planning presented that after phase 1 is complete, phase 2 is to complete writing the GAP document; Phase is review process through Municipal Departments and finally Assembly Approval..
Title 21, Chapter 9 Review Committee (Mike Edgington):  Group met prior to this LUC meeting. Working on data gathering.
Cemetery Committee (Tommy O’Malley): Kyle Kelley updates the group that CRW and the MOA should sign contract this week for  the Schematic Design.  Schematic design should be complete by the end of the year, including bringing the cemetery designer up to review the site.   

HLB Commission Report (Ron Tenny):  HLBAC will meet in Girdwood on WED 9/12/18 at 12PM in the Girdwood Community Room. GAP, Trails, Girdwood Parks and Rec and other groups will present their projects at the meeting. 
Little Bears Re-build project (Kyle Kelley):  Karen Zaccaro’s company is offering pro-bono work on the site build design project, showing the maximum allowable build on the parcel.  Kyle to meet with Little Bears Board next week to review the information, and will continue to work with MOA planning department.  GBOS is looking at bonding for capital projects.  Little Bears construction and the fish passage/drainage project are both potential candidates for bonding.
Housing Committee (Mike Edgington):  Group of 13 met last week for initial housing committee meeting.  Group discussed the scope of this project and are collecting data on housing.  All attending the meeting are homeowners, so additional outreach is needed to reach renters.  Brian Burnett suggests reaching out to Alyeska HR to expand this pool.
Old Business:
Agenda Item LUC 1712-06:  Title 21 Chapter 9 Review Committee recommended changes to MOA Parking Requirements for Girdwood. No report.

Agenda Item LUC 1808-04:  Discuss PSAC Operating procedures re appointment by GBOS and voting structure. No change recommended from LUC.

No action on this item, it is new business.  At next month’s meeting, LUC will be asked to recommend in favor, against or no comment on these liquor licenses.  MOA licensing is hoping to get more community councils more engaged in this process, city-wide.
Agenda Item LUC 1809-05:  Discuss proposed addition of onsite consumption endorsement to the Retail Marijuana License.

State Marijuana Board is considering adding consumption to retail license endorsements, somewhat similar to having a tasting room at a brewery. Comments are due by November 1. 

Other:

Kyle Kelley mentions that Seth Molen, Turnagain Herb Co. will present to LUC and GBOS next month regarding their marijuana retail license.  Seth will be able to explain the progress made since 2016, when he presented on several occasions and GBOS and THC signed their original Marijuana MOU.

Deb Essex asks why LUC and GBOS require 2 meetings (new business/old business) to vote on topics.  Anchorage Assembly acts sometimes without two meetings.  Kyle clarifies that Assembly acts on consent agenda items, but most items require initial presentation, time for public review, and public hearing, spread over two meetings.  Mike Edgington offers that public is not expected to be up to date on issues until discussion at the meetings has occurred.  Meeting structure allows time for public to review and consider information before it is voted on. Lewis Leonard notes that if there is need to address and resolve an issue, there are ways to speed up approval process with special meetings, etc.
