Agenda Item LUC 1607-02:  Public Comment
Jerry Fox asks about sign announcing HLB land for sale at the end of Egloff Drive
Nicole Vogel Jones has stated that MOA has posted sign to see if there is interest, it is not going to sell without resolving comments brought forward by GBOS last October regarding displacement of current uses and issue of non-buildable land by Lions Club Park.  Any sale would require master planning and for use to be compliant with Girdwood South Townsite master plan.
Agenda Item LUC 1607-03: Committee reports:

Trails Committee Report (Brian Burnett)

No meeting in July.  
Girdwood Area Plan Review Committee (Diana Livingston & Lewis Leonard)
Currently waiting for completion of Anchorage Bowl Plan.  Lewis mentioned that he met Fairview Community Council member at the Forest Fair and learned that they received grants and produced latest master plan with little MOA assistance. 
Cemetery Committee (Tommy O’Malley)
GBOS approved funding for feasibility study.  Now need Assembly to approve moving funds from Undesignated fund to Cemetery fund.  

Title 21, Chapter 9 Review Committee (Tim Cabana & Marco Zaccaro)

This project will begin in the fall.

HLB Commission Report (Diana Livingston)


Meetings are monthly after LUC, so review of meeting will be of the last month’s meeting.


Agenda for July includes HLBC review of the Hand Tram lease, park and ride.

Group discusses need for trash can at the trailhead on Crow Creek Road. Di Powers to discuss with USFS.

Margaret Tyler asked about posting of meeting minutes of HLBC on the MOA website and is directed to ask Nicole Vogel Jones about this.

Old Business:
Agenda Item LUC 1602-04:  Girdwood Brewing Company update on project site plan and design. (Josh Hegna, Rory Marenco).  Josh and Rory present the current status of building, which has included significant delays while MOA worked on Marijuana legalization.  This is the 9th presentation by Girdwood Brewing to LUC and/or GBOS.  Project continues to have strong support of Girdwood, and high expectations from community to build an attractive, code compliant structure.
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Rory provided list of permits currently held.  Permits pending approval are Architectural/fire.  Once those are complete, final land use permit will be fully approved.  Builder is Jake Thompson.  Group received unanimous approval from Planning and Zoning in June and all the conditions of P&Z approval have been met.

Brian Burnett thanks Josh and Rory for attending.  This item fell through a crack that was created with change in MOA requirement in January.  Appreciate the update and the transparency in their presentations.

Both Rory and Lewis agree that meeting later in process makes more sense than attending 2 meetings early in the conceptual building phase.

Lewis Leonard asks if EPA fencing on the property is required. If so, some of it has fallen and should be replaced to meet purpose of fencing.  Lewis inquires about style of construction, which is standard 2x6 with timberframe accents.  

Current case number for building permitting is C16-1041.  Kyle Kelley says he’ll send LUC Committee a link to the project on the MOA website so that they can track it’s progress.

Rory and Josh offer a site tour to LUC Committee if they want to see it in person.  

LUC agrees that there is no need to have Girdwood Brewing Co present at GBOS next week.

Agenda Item LUC 1503-07:  Update on Law Enforcement in Girdwood.

Contracted service by Whittier Police Dept during Forest Fair went well.  WPD made 130 contacts, wrote very few tickets and arrested 1 person for home invasion.  Total cost was approx $16,000 for the weekend, and Chief Schofield sent more police than contractually obligated to send to Girdwood to provide walk-thru’s of the park.

Currently back in negotiations for 3 year contract with Whittier Police.  Contract will have some kind of 30 day termination statement so that either side can back out if needed.

Expect to see draft contract by the end of July.  LUC/GBOS will need to review and approve, Whittier City Council will need to approve, and Anchorage Assembly.  Goal is to have in place by October 1.

Outstanding issues are related to routing 911 calls; how to make it work best and how to get IT to support the system.
Agenda Item LUC 1603-05:  Update on status of tri-folds to clarify Conditional Use Permit process and Marijuana Special Land Use Permit process and other MOA Title 21 development activities.
Lewis provided status/tracking of documents and info pages.

Margaret provided draft with language for pamphlet on conditional use permit process for Lewis to review.

Margaret and Lewis to continue to work on this document.
Lewis requests that agenda item at August LUC meeting is added:  Update LUC Operating Principles, in which the LUC will deal with the need to add 2 meeting requirement to Operating Principles.


Lewis requests to add LUC item 1603-05 marijuana Special Land Use Permit to GBOS July meeting.
Agenda Item LUC 1606-04:  Move to Amend, Anchorage; Beverly Churchill presenting.  Group would like to pursue recommendation by LUC for GBOS resolution in support of Amendment to the US Constitution regarding Corporate Personhood and Free Speech. 
Group discusses the Move to Amend, and that in order to be effective, this should be added to the ballot, allowing all individuals to vote on.  No Girdwood community member has taken up this cause, and despite having presented at several meetings, there is no member of the community pushing this forward.

Several members of the group are supportive of changing the US Constitution, but they do not feel that the LUC/GBOS is the appropriate venue. This item does not fall within the scope of the operating principles or of the GBOS areas of responsibility.

Agenda Item LUC 1606-06:  2nd Presentation by Raleigh Hill seeking support for GBOS Letter of Non-Objection to proposed beverage licensing for the Girdwood Picnic Club, a new restaurant business located at 194 Hightower Road.

Girdwood Picnic Club has been open a little over a month.  Business is going well, changing some aspects of operation to match consumer demand (later breakfast service).
