Last meeting was December 27.  At that meeting GirdWild made a presentation, Survey questions were finalized. Survey kicks off today, please take time to take the survey.  Glacier City Gazette has information on the survey and project in the current issue.

Title 21, Chapter 9 Review Committee (Mike Edgington)
Kyle reports that the parking issues were reviewed with MOA Planning Director, Michelle McNulty.  She has helped to establish the plan to move forward with changing commercial parking requirements.  Likely that LUC will have a proposal introduced at the next meeting.

Meeting last week included presentation with Bradley Cooke to explain how the Cooperative Use Agreement works with the Anchorage Nordic Ski Club at Kincaid.  HLB and Girdwood Nordic Ski Club are likely to pursue a similar CUA.  

Little Bears Re-build project (Kyle Kelley)
Little Bears, staff and MOA are working through the pre-development process for rebuild of Little Bears.  Meeting on Friday last week with Robin Ward discussed:

parking and pursuing either and exemption or a change to code.

Amendment to add Childcare Facility to the area zoned Girdwood Institutions and Parks (GIP)


Working toward getting civil engineering and design plan to 50-65% to get an engineers estimate for construction.


There may be soil remediation as the location as used as Fire Hall 

All of these steps are key in pursuing possible grants and bonding for construction funds.

GBOS intends to work toward bond package in 2020 for construction.

Agenda Item LUC 1811-04:  Discuss agenda topics for GBOS/LUC joint quarterly meeting scheduled for January 21 at 6PM.

No changes to proposed draft agenda.

Agenda Item LUC 1811-05:   Spoons LLC application for a beer/wine liquor license for the restaurant located at 174 Hightower Road.  Request LUC recommendation for GBOS Letter of Non-objection.  (Alex Fletcher, presenting).  Item tabled at Alex Fletcher’s request.
New Business:
Agenda Item LUC 1901-03:  Discuss Girdwood Mountain Bike Alliance Conceptual Map of new mountain bike trails, group will seek GTC and LUC recommendations for GBOS Resolution of Support.
Last year GMBA proposed three trails and were able to nearly complete two of them over the course of the summer.  These projects totaled about 1 mile of trail.  Current proposal is for a bike park master plan.  Some of the trails are already flagged and locations are marked on the map, others remain conceptual and are shaded areas on the map.  Total amount of trails proposed is about 5 miles.  If approved, the intent is to seek grant and other funding and work on the trails over several years.  Input has been received from GTC, which primarily requests a narrative of the project, details of how GTC will remain involved in the trail during design and construction.  Most of the trails proposed are single use – mountain bike, although there are some connector trails that would be designed as multi use.  
Michelle McNulty, MOA Planning Director, encourages the GMBA to pursue the Mountain Bike Park Master plan as a holistic approach is better for planning purposes than piecemeal.  She encourages the group to come to the Urban Design Commission once the concept is approved through the local process.

Barb Crews states that the trail proposals recently reviewed indicate a need for a comprehensive Girdwood Trails Master Plan.  HLB and MOA planning agree.

Brenden Yakoubian-Raymond expresses discomfort with mass approval of trails, will email GMBA directly with his input.  Overall concern is over-saturation of trails.  He recommends that Zone C is removed from the current conceptual master plan.

Others express support for excellent sustainably built trail system without onerous oversight.

Agenda Item LUC 1901-04:  Discuss Proposals 116 and 121, presented at the Board of Game. Proposals are regarding bear baiting and hunting in Section 14C Remainder (Mike Edgington)

This item came up because a reporter asked if GBOS had any comment on the proposed changes to bear baiting and hunting in Section 14C Remainder, which is on (mostly) USFS land neighboring Girdwood. Group is encouraged to read and learn more about this change to game management.
