Agenda Item LUC 1912-03: Committee reports, 3 minutes each:

Trails Committee Report (Carolyn Brodin):  Progress in hiring Huddle AK to work on the Girdwood Trails Plan under Sole Source agreement.  This should be approved by Assembly in December and project should kick off in January.  Ongoing conversation regarding the Hand Tram safety improvements and future operations.  Anticipate a recommendation from GTC for GBOS action in January.  GTC meeting packet on line includes drawings of the various proposals for safety improvements.  Discussion regarding a bridge is also on-going.  This is a longer term prospect that will require route study and significant financial resources.  GTC is also discussing Virgin Creek Falls trail improvements for work in summer 2020.  Officer elections will be held in January.  Trails Management Plan is undergoing some reorganization of the content, which will be presented in January.

HLB Commission Report (Ron Tenny): No update

Little Bears Re-build project (Kyle Kelley) : MOA is working on bond language for the April ballot.

GBOS Report (Mike Edgington): GBOS meeting included presentation from the Girdwood Clinic regarding future development plans, Girdwood Brewing Co presentation on their expansion and brewery licensing rules; Krystal Hoke request to improve a/v in the community room.  Business included addition of Historic Preservation in the Resolution of Support for the new community building to house Little Bears, Passing resolution for Sole Source Agreement for Huddle AK work on the Girdwood Trails Plan and Resolution of Support for the GTC application for Recreational Trails Program (RTP) grant.

Title 21, Chapter 9 Review Committee (Mike Edgington):  Meeting scheduled for Nov 9 was canceled due to road closure and weather.

Housing Working Group (Mike Edgington):  Meeting last month on Community Land Trust by Krystal Hoke.  Next meeting is Dec 11 at 7PM.

Imagine! Girdwood (Girdwood Area Plan) (Mike Edgington):  Meetings since last month have focused on receiving input from various groups regarding all types of recreation, including trails to achieve big picture view of what Girdwood residents desire in the community.  January meeting will focus more on Transportation elements.
Old Business:
Agenda Item LUC 1907-05:  Discussion of Short Term rental impacts on community (Echo Ridge Road).

Regulation of short term rentals is ongoing topic.  Mike Edgington meeting with MOA Planning has not yet occurred.  Focus of that meeting will be to see what role MOA Planning will take in this, if any.

Agenda Item LUC 1911-06:  Second Presentation by Girdwood Brewing Company.  Request for LUC Recommendation for GBOS Resolution of support for code change to allow food concessions in area zoned gC10 by adding a “P” to gC10 in table 21.09-02 Table of Allowable Uses. (Josh Hegna)
As Girdwood Brewing Co worked through amendment to their Conditional Use Permit to expand to the full building, it was noted that according to T21C9 food trucks are not allowed in gC10.  Food trucks are good local small businesses in Girdwood, 5 local food trucks are impacted by this.  Food is an important element of the business at the brewery.  This text amendment only addresses gC10.
