Agenda Item LUC 1907-03: Committee reports, 3 minutes each:

Trails Committee Report (Kyle Kelley for Carolyn Brodin):  work party in July on Deb’s Way, working on drainage, ditching and brushing. SCA crew now finishing the job.
HLB Commission Report (Ron Tenny): No report
Girdwood Area Plan Update Committee (Eric Fullerton):  Mike Edgington reports that Erin Eker is now co-chair with Eric Fullerton.  Meetings planned for last WED of each month.  Group is currently working on scope of work for phase 2.
Little Bears Re-build project (Kyle Kelley):  Ongoing effort to replace building in current location.  Expect to see this on LUC and GBOS agendas for action in August/September as we work toward bonding package in April.
GBOS Report (Mike Edgington):  Trash ordinance has been introduced and passed by Anchorage Assembly.  Next is Assembly resolution to add Girdwood as a secure trash regulation zone.  Once that’s passed, residents and businesses have 30 days to comply with bear resistant can requirement, and then fines will apply.  Silvertip liquor license transfer passed. Assembly reviewing and expected to pass T21C9 amendment to correct mineral extraction in Girdwood on claims with legal patents.  GBOS voted to support KMTA grant application for signage on the Beaver Pond Trail/Abe’s Trail/California Creek Trail alignments, in conjunction with Eagle Scout project with Micah Wedeking.  Received Alyeska Resort’s Nordic Spa presentation, which will return as old business in August to LUC and GBOS.   
Title 21, Chapter 9 Review Committee (Mike Edgington): Group is working through recommendations by the Traffic Department and will follow up with proposal for updates to commercial on-site parking.
Housing Working Group (Mike Edgington):  Discussing securing grants for water/sewer and other utilities, the cost of which currently prohibits development for housing.  Reviewing funding received by the MOA and how Girdwood could be included in process for disbursement of these funds.  Discussion of Short term regulation, which will be discussed later at this meeting.

New Business:
Agenda Item LUC 1907-04:  Introduction of proposal to rename the Girdwood Baseball Field in honor of Sladen Mohl.  Group will seek LUC recommendation for GBOS Resolution of Support (Betty Charnon, presenting)
Sladen Mohl dedicated his life to baseball, and was killed earlier this year by a drunk driver, while in school in California.  Group of parents would like to name the ball field the Sladen J Mohl Memorial Field.  Group will fundraise for sign.  There is a defined process for this type of naming of public facilities.  Receiving LUC and GBOS support will start this, and then the recommendation will move forward to the MOA.

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Agenda Item LUC 1907-05:  Discussion of Short Term rental impacts on Echo Ridge Road.
Large homes on Echo Ridge Road are being used for Short Term rental, resulting in negative impacts to the residents of the area, including noise, parking issues, speeding, dust, trash.  

No regulation about parking required per bedroom/guest; no regulation regarding parking on both sides of the road, no on-site contact to handle complaints.


Complaints regarding emergency vehicle access can be handled by the Girdwood Fire Chief and Whittier Police Dept.  Other complaints should be documented through www.muni.org/anchorageworks
Mike Edgington states that municipal regulation doesn’t’ currently address negative impacts of short term rental on the community, both with respect to impact on housing overall and negative impact on neighborhood. This topic is being addressed and recommendations are being considered by the Housing Committee.  In Girdwood, 1/3 of available homes/units are rented through short-term agreements, in Anchorage, this number is much lower.
