Trails Committee Report (Kyle Kelley):  Trail work meeting on June 4 completed restoration of Lower INHT section 1 phase 1 – lots of gravel work.  This week the new bridge over California Creek is under construction.  Thanks to Alpine Air, KMTA, Paul Crews, SCA crew.  Tram accident over the weekend.  Hiker who was helping pull rope from the hotel side, lost footing and fell past the safety netting in to the gorge.  Tram is closed until further notice.

Girdwood Area Plan Update Committee (Eric Fullerton): No report
Cemetery Committee (Kyle Kelley): Committee work is dormant pending progress on Eagle River project.
Little Bears Re-build project (Kyle Kelley): Received preliminary conceptual plan, working toward bonding this fall.
GBOS Report (Mike Edgington): 
Title 21, Chapter 9 Review Committee (Mike Edgington): working with traffic department and received comments regarding paving/landscaping on large commercial lots.  Need to add that parking lot joining paved road must have paved apron.
Housing Working Group (Mike Edgington): Meeting on WED at 7PM will discuss short term rental issues; discuss how MOA plans to use funding from HUD.
Old Business:
Agenda Item LUC 1905-04:  Request for LUC recommendation for GBOS Resolution of Support for change to T21C9 relating to material extraction in areas zoned Girdwood Open Space (GOS), (Michelle McNulty/Dave Whitfield)
Limited information was available last month when this was new business.  Additional information received at GBOS meeting in May.  Essentially this item was left out of T21C9 by mistake, the patent holders have legal right to their claims, and if challenged based on zoning, the MOA would lose.  

Item should be extended to relate to existing claims in area zoned Girdwood Open Space (GOS) and Girdwood Development Reserve (GDR).  LUC change action to Letter of Non-Objection.  LUC is disappointed at MOA effort to provide the information to LUC in Girdwood process, although they understand that this is an administrative issue, MOA has not made themselves available to hear public comment on this, outside of GBOS.

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Group discusses use of the existing pit at the end of the Wagon Trail, which is used for target shooting at all hours in the summer, and perhaps requesting that access roads be blocked after extraction is complete.  Group discusses the lack of access to trails along AKRR property.  Specific projects to extract gravel from these sites will still come to LUC for input and comment, when these ideas can be addressed.
