Welcome PSAC member Jason Porter – Jason is out of town
Welcome GBOS member responsible for Public Safety Jerry Fox – Jerry is out of town.

Old Business:

1) Review status of Whittier Police Service Contract
Jerry Fox has been out of town, he’ll be the contact for GBOS for negotiations. Once he’s back, negotiations will begin.

GBOS voted to begin negotiations based on PSAC recommendation at their last meeting.

2) Review Forest Fair plans
GBOS review of the parking issue resulted in discussion of enforcement, basically: 
APD can’t ticket without proper signage

Ticketing doesn’t accomplish moving vehicles from being in the way of emergency vehicles

Towing takes tow truck out of service for 2+ hours, just to deal with one vehicle
Overall, enforcement doesn’t provide solution that is needed to the parking issue.    
Efforts by Forest Fair are:
Buses running Anchorage to Girdwood on Saturday, $5 each way. Advertising on Facebook and on morning radio shows. Alyeska Resort will help push this option in their media also. If it is successful, they’ll expand offering it to other days.

Uniformed security contract has been signed. Also option to use Alaska State Defense Force with assistance for parade is being considered, possible other options will be considered by GFF as well.

Traffic control, barricades, road closure at Hightower/Egloff, and pedestrian crosswalk to be handled by professional, contracted company.   

Forest Fair will mark hydrants.  If towing is required, vehicles will likely be towed to Anchorage.

Fire Dept & Road Permits are pending.
Camping purchased via Forest Fair on line. Access controlled with wristbands in the evening. Security patrols throughout the weekend,

Other Business & Roundtable Comments from the Board:
4) Girdwood Grassroots concerns:
Bears (Girdwood Bear Aware) has been active, on Facebook at attending Bear Aware Events.
Ordinance is coming up at next Anchorage Assembly meeting.
5) DOT Issues:

Bike Path – Ongoing issue, DOT declines to make changes, including bollards, painting, etc

DOT position is that the design meets standards and is safest option, unwilling to make changes to compromise this.  GBOS has written 3 letters to DOT with same result. Perhaps re-engage when administration in DOT changes.

Other Issues:

First Pond access is now blocked, this is where GFR trains for water rescue.

Gunmount access to Turnagain Arm, which is used for GFR launch for Turnagain Arm rescues.  This should be pursued with Granite Construction.

Public Safety Reports:

WPD Update (WPD Interim Chief Andre Achee): 
Two officers starting soon, brining lots of experience. Staffing well for Forest Fair.
Retrofit of the station?  Previously discussed to add wall to separate sleeping quarters in Police Office.  The need for this has changed, and there are possible fire code concerns.

Stats and Activities YTD -pending
GFR Update (Chief Michelle Weston)
206 runs YTD. 3 new members starting soon, continuing to recruit, especially Girdwood residents.
Working on wood lot with monthly opening (3 days per summer). Working through cost and schedule. 


GBOS Public Safety Supervisor report (Kyle Kelley for Jerry Fox)
Jerry will be working with MOA legal on the police contract on behalf of GBOS, as previously discussed.
GBOS considered the recommendation regarding parking on neighborhood streets from PSAC.  In considering the recommendation, GBOS determined that hiring APD for parking enforcement is not useful without proper signage.
