Impound:  There will need to be a place to impound vehicles. No secure place to hold vehicles for investigation in Girdwood.  Maybe DOT yard, where the vehicle can be fenced in for short term.  Likely need to set up location in Anchorage for long term as well as in Girdwood for short term needs.
Parking/Towing:  Issue of parking and towing in Girdwood.  Possible to work with Anchorage Parking Authority to write tickets using MOA code.  Lots of use of Park and Ride & Olympic Mtn Loop for extended parking.  In past, Tommy has had cars towed under GBOS authority, but process should change as we now have police services to assist.

2) Update on police substation (Opalka)
Met with ACS; discussed remodel and rough draft of lease.  Lease rate of $1300.00 would go down after 3 years (reimbursing for remodel $20,000 in monthly payments). Office equipment will be provided by WPD.

MOA real estate is reviewing lease, and fine tuning contract language.

Plan to have contract to present to PSAC and GBOS

Building could be ready for use by March

Payment will come from unspent funds from policing tax in 2016 will cover 3 years of rent.

This is to be confirmed at GBOS January meeting.
