2) Review 3 year contract
Group discusses that most changes in this contract would be best handled in roundtable discussion with Whittier City Manager Lynch, Chief Schofield, Mike Abbott and PSAC.  PSAC looks forward to this roundtable taking place as soon as possible once all participants are back in state.
PSAC and Sam Daniel agree that meeting to work on contract will likely resolve most of outstanding items.
Major items to be worked out are:

1. Appendix B:

Procedures for 911 system needs more description.  Protocol needs to be set and tested.  Group is concerned about how Whittier will accomplish contacting GVFD if they need EMS support.

2. Start date and start time:

PSAC does not want to wait until Jan 1 for start of new contract.  Prefer Dec 1.  Negotiating contract in future over holidays should be avoided, as should possible expiration of contract on New Year’s Eve.

3. Certification of officers.  

Officers serving in Girdwood are required to hold a valid police officer certificate from the Alaska Police Standards Council.  PSAC does not agree to having officers serve who are working on certification.
4. Force Majeure.

Paragraph  2 regarding public enemy, wars, blockages, insurrections, etc should be removed, as previously recommended.

5. Minimum hours for WPD to have physical presence in Girdwood is to be established.  PSAC recommends 

average of 100 hours/week.
