Introductions:

Old Business:
1. Discuss status of ordinance regarding changes to code for Girdwood Commercial Parking requirements.
Required report describing the process the committee used and logic followed in determining the recommendations to updating parking requirements.  Mike has drafted this and will submit it to Planning and Zoning.  Planning and Zoning will set meeting date once this last document is in.

2. Discuss presentation to Imagine Girdwood (Girdwood Area Plan):  
GAP is working on the focus points of:
· Housing
· Recreation/Trails
· Economic Development/Sustainability
· Transportation

Each of these comes down to Land Use and will be implemented through changes to Title 21.  

T21C9 group has learned more about how to implement change to code, especially through the process of changing Commercial Parking requirements.  

Group will propose general vision for all 4 areas.  Once the GAP group has discussed initial ideas, T21C9 group will present.  
Tim recommends that if items are found to be left out of Girdwood code, such as the food truck issue, then Anchorage code could be applied to amend the Girdwood code instead of requiring full process to fix an issue that was caused by clerical errors at the time of adoption of T21C9.  With proper language, Planning Director could be given the authority to make these changes with approval of GBOS and LUC.  Mike cautions that some omissions were left out on purpose. Girdwood does not necessarily want the same code as Anchorage (such as parking).
Mary suggests that there is likely a way to simplify code and call out the exceptions that Girdwood wants. There are elements of Girdwood code that help to achieve the community feel that people enjoy here.

Goal may be a simpler code that is more implementable

3. Discuss issue of “Mirror Duplex” language in code.
Issue with building on Timberline – code says no mirror duplexes but it was approved by permitting. Builder is 

making minimal change to roofline to accommodate requirement for no mirror duplex.  This is an example of so few building permits issued and strange code
4. Road Standards  
Girdwood road standards have specifics included that are not as fluid as Anchorage.  Recommend that Girdwood switch to adopting Anchorage Municipal Road Design Criteria instead. T21C9 group may take this on as their next project.
