Kyle is requesting that Jeff Urbanis attend the LUC meeting in January to provide information on the setback changes that are being proposed.  He will request that Jeff provide an overlay of the setbacks on a map of Girdwood.  

Main waterways that are impacted in Girdwood are expected to be Alyeska Creek, Virgin Creek and Crow Creek.
