Old Business:
1. Discuss status of ordinance regarding changes to code for Girdwood Commercial Parking requirements.
Mike has provided Dave Whitfield with MOA Planning the information on parking requirement changes that are proposed.  A meeting to review this will be scheduled soon.
The revised parking requirements is referenced in the Jack Sprat parking resolution.

Setbacks remain in the proposed Girdwood parking code, they are not included in other MOA parking code.  This was left in because of the Alyeska Highway frontage, however this could be handled specifically.
 
2. Road Standards – discuss replacing detailed requirements with reference to Design Criteria Manual (DCM)
DCM has requirements that Girdwood might not want applied universally (paving small spans of road), there could be a clause added to allow variance with approval by traffic engineer.  Road standards in Girdwood appear to be overly prescriptive, which has been shown by the variances requested for recent developments, such as the Industrial Park and recent conversations regarding Sproat Road.
Current code is not sensible.  Most roads in Girdwood don’t meet the requirements.  Group agrees that discussion about changing road requirements could be engaged through Girdwood Area Plan in order to have community input. 
Change language in T21C9 to refer to the DCM.

Current standards were based on significant population growth anticipated in the existing Girdwood Area Plan. Information of the volume of traffic on main roads (Timberline, Hightower, etc) would provide helpful information.
3. Discuss presentation to Imagine Girdwood (Girdwood Area Plan)
GAP discussing four main areas of land use
T21C9 group finds that C9 doesn’t match reality as the existing code is overly prescriptive, most existing businesses are not to code.  New commercial, housing and road development is tasked with changing code in order to proceed.  

New Business:

4. Start planning possible T21C9 rewrite after Area Plan adoption (2021)
Likely topics are:

· Simplify zoning

· Seeking location for multi-family housing.

· Rewrite design standards downtown
This will requires professional contracted help and full engagement with the community.
