Discretionary Parking Reductions (AMC 21.07.090 F)

· Remove discretionary reductions based on transit adjacency and transit pass benefits. Free transit goes to all commercial areas of Girdwood, so built in to the scaling factors above.

Discussion:  Are all uses represented with a scaling factor? Some have been ignored as Girdwood doesn’t have those uses, but these should be incorporated and addressed (business center, sports center).
Parking lot lighting changes? Not addressed at this time.  Some of this is ADA requirement.
2. Discuss process for parking amendment approval on the local and municipal levels.
Mike and planning held a pre-meeting in January. Another meeting with Planning Dept is likely to be held next week.  

Local Level:  LUC tonight, GBOS next week for introduction.  2nd presentation to LUC and GBOS next month.


MOA: Planning, P&Z, Assembly.  Likely MOA will propose changes.  


Eventually a memorandum will need to be written to address the proposed changes.

3. Discuss future goals of T21C9 Review Committee
Building Codes/Standards:

Building codes don’t represent Girdwood (ie lots around Town Square). Some amendments to MOA code should be applied to Girdwood code.
Roads:
Width of driveways/roads/pedestrian pathways along new roads (examples are Tanner/Barron, width of roads and requirement for pedestrian pathway/lighting/etc). Army Corps of Engineers wetland permit rules don’t match MOA code. Planned new Girdwood Access Road, which is on transportation plans and runs through wetlands.
Zoning: TBA
Group discusses that these items and others are better adjusted through Girdwood Area Plan process.  T21C9 Review Committee will take a break in the summer to allow GAP process to catch up so that the elements to be worked on are discussed in the context of the GAP.
