Old Business:
1. Discuss suggested changes from pre-submission meeting with Planning & Traffic:
Mike Edgington met with MOA for a pre-submission meeting last month.  Group was supportive of the effort and results.  Input from the meeting is:
- All line items in table 21.07-4 needs to be completed for the ordinance
T21C9 Review agrees

- Recommend excluding from action: Tesoro parking and area adjacent to Seward Highway including undeveloped commercial area across Alyeska highway from the Tesoro. These areas are zoned as GC-1 & GC-2
T21C9 Review agrees.


- Clarify that unpaved parking areas that abut paved road must have paved apron
T21C9 Review agrees

- Recommend that group consider what size parking lot should be required to be paved.  
Group discusses this and opts to leave the recommendation as-is, without specific number of spaces designated to determine when parking lot is to be paved.  This eases the current requirement to pave all lots, makes paving discretionary for the land owner and traffic department to discuss.  Item can be discussed in the future review of the proposal.
T21C9 Review decides to leave recommendation as-is:

ADA only – may pave but 20’ permeable setback from lot lines.

- Setbacks – MOA recommends no parking in setbacks as this protects vegetation and obscures parking lots from roadway.  Committee had added this for Little Bears parking concerns – this can be handled another way. 
T21C9 Review agrees to remove parking in setbacks.
