A. Review of Girdwood/Anchorage neighborhood Parking Studies
Mike has contacted MOA traffic department and is expecting response this week.

B. Review of existing Girdwood development and test how other parking arrangements would work for them.  Also consider grandfather rights/non-starters in study data

C. Review Title 21 Chapter 7 section 090

Mary has started pulling this together on a spreadsheet of Commercial Properties
Getting good data on the square footage of restaurants is challenging.  For other commercial properties, Mary is getting info from tax records, but restaurants are less clear.  Mike suggests that Z Architects may have information, including projects that were never built. Ellen may be able to help.

Other properties:

Review parking at the resort as well, seeking total of 24+ commercial properties to consider.
Current parking code focus is square footage, and the initial update effort was to scale all of them by a common Girdwood Scaling Factor.  However there are different commercial uses and locations (Tesoro vs town square), where a common scaling factor may not make sense.  
Maybe update all the Girdwood parking tables separately based on research, including pedestrian use/access to commercial zones.
Newest building is the Brewery, which doesn’t match the parking plan compared to existing parking.

Another task is to research current parking in areas to determine what is sufficient and working well for community. Group is curious if there was a parking study for the Town Square area prior to the road and park construction.  This area isn’t fully developed as there are vacant lots to be built on.

D. Review the parking codes and work on philosophical arguments to support Girdwood’s unique situation compared to the Anchorage model for which they were designed.
