Old Business:
1. Update on current status with meeting with MOA traffic and planning departments.

Mike Edgington and Karen Zaccaro met last week with these groups to establish the best way to proceed to get more consistent and better parking requirements for Girdwood.  Current parking available is adequate with a couple of exceptions, however most businesses don’t meet code requirements without grandfather rights, which they would lose with reconstruction or change of use.
MOA traffic suggested traffic study to back up the proposed parking, however no study was done in order to implement the current code and would involve more time and cost to conduct.

Planning is currently working on changes to some parking rules, essentially making specific parking reductions “by right” rather than by approval of the Traffic Engineer.  This will not include the public transport reductions, although in Girdwood, we should include “by right” reductions due to the availability of free public transportation.

Review of the new parking standards in Eagle River to incorporate in Girdwood.

Eagle River changed the standard for small lots so that lots under 20 cars don’t need to be paved.

· Proposal for similar amendment of the Girdwood parking code

Models used (spreadsheet from Mary Thomas)

Model needs some fine-tuning as the data is based on observed spaces and square footage from municipal records. Marco Zaccaro offered to provide accurate current parking numbers for several businesses from “as built” surveys.
Group decides to work on the entire chart of parking requirements to recommend changes to be adopted in to Chapter 9.  

· Timeline to move forward to LUC, GBOS, Planning and Zoning, Assembly

Group discusses having a rough plan for LUC in March/April to move forward in April/May.
2. Review the parking codes and work on philosophical arguments to support Girdwood’s unique situation compared to the Anchorage model for which they were designed.
