Upcoming meeting on April 11 – Future Forum #3 on GAP survey, results discussed.

Agenda Item LUC 0703-03: Jim Galanes of the Boutet Company made a presentation of the Preliminary Plat for Lower Matrix of the Crow Creek Road Development Plan.  [The “Lower Matrix” refers to that portion of the Crow Creek Road Development Plan located nearest to Alyeska Highway.  This is an unofficial Plat name that should be renamed by the community.] 
Jim Galanes presented the Lower Matrix Development, Concept A-2 located north of the school, and solicited feedback.  This is the preferred option in the opinion of the Boutet Company based on the feasibility study.  Important points of this concept are:

· 40 lots averaging 14,750 square feet per lot.
· The 40 lots would likely be developed in phases.

· Access to the Upper Matrix may ultimately be included.    
· Access and egress opportunities are limited due to grades and wetlands.  
· Sewer and water utilities will be put in to connect to existing utility lines at the school. 

· There is a prospective Tiny Creek Trail on west side of the subdivision.

· The concept conforms to Crow Creek Neighborhood Plan.
· Its possible development would start in 2008.

The purpose of this presentation was informational and no vote was taken.

Agenda Item LUC 0703-04 :  Andy Schmidt of US Forest Service – Glacier Ranger District –  Mr. Schmidt says the U.S. Forest Service wants to purchase the 4.5 acres that they now occupy along Alyeska Highway.  This property is currently leased for 35 years from the Heritage Land Bank (HLB).  It is a non-performing lease until 2023, renewable for 20 years.  The Forest Service wants to purchase the land at fair market value as the most cost effective alternative to maintain a long term Forest Service presence in Girdwood.   Mr. Schmidt will return to the May LUC meeting seeking a vote of non-objection.
