Agenda Item LUC 0712-02: Committee reports; Trails Committee Report:  Girdwood Area Plan Review (GAP) Committee:  
1   New Girdwood Townsite Commercial District.   Update by Allison Smith of the MOA Heritage Land Bank.  She encouraged people to visit the Agnew Beck website for latest details.
2   GAP committee – Tom Yeager reported that GAP evaluation will be done by Tom Nelson of the MOA Planning Dept .  Wants to know if GAP mandate is as a legitimate “advisory board”, rather than a sub-committee to the LUC.
3    to endorse GAP review subcommittee to transition as a GAP advisory board (as a continued subcommittee to the LUC).

4    Trails Committee (TC):  TC wants upgrade of bike path.  Hand tram broken.  On the cross country trails, the bridge beyond the Enchanted Forest is out but materials have been procured.  TC wants better access to the Wagon Trail (south of Virgin Creek) and is working on it.  TC putting up signs for prohibition of motorized use in appropriate areas.  TC looked into proposing a resolution to dedicate trail easements and trail access, but determined there was no need for a resolution because the trails are already adequately protected as listed in the Areawide Trails Plan (see attached memo Girdwood Parks and Recreation/Jonnie Lazarus.
Agenda Item LUC 0712-03:  Community Update: Crow Creek Neighborhood-Lower Matrix Boutet & Co. Jim Galanes


In the Lower Matrix of the Crow Creek Road subdivision, the recent wetlands delineation resulted in significant expansion (30-40%) of mapped wetlands, therefore the plat was revised into a new draft with 47 lots.  The number of lots is likely to be reduced during the approval process.  Iditarod Trail portions may have to be relocated.  Lots are projected to have $85K in development costs.
Agenda Item LUC 0712-04:  Planning and Zoning Case Number 2007-187 Variance-223 Aspen Mountain Road-Girdwood.  A variance from AMC 21.45.210 to allow a residential addition to encroach within the stream protection setback.  Alyeska Basin Subdivision Addition # 2 Block 19 Lot 5 gR-2 Single Family/Two Family Residential Representative Janice Nyman [This item appeared on the November LUC Agenda as Agenda Item LUC 0711-05 and was tabled until the December meeting].
