Agenda Item LUC 0711-02: Committee reports; Trails Committee Report:  Girdwood Area Plan Review Committee:  New Girdwood Townsite Commercial District. 

· Tom Yeager said the Girdwood Area Plan (GAP) committee will have a community planning meeting on Dec 5 at 7pm at the Meadows 
· Diana Livingston said the New Girdwood Townsite Commercial District (NGTCD) committee said there will nothing new from the MOA consultant (Agnew-Beck) until 2008.   Ideas so far include relocating the Forest Fair park  south of its current location and putting commercial enterprises close to the Alyeska Highway.  Lewis Leonard says the community will have to decide if there will be a loop road or single road extending south into the NGTCD.

Agenda Item LUC 0711-03:  Review of Alyeska Resort Master Plan

· Alyeska representatives described $25M ongoing improvements on Mt Alyeska.  They also presented their master plan for the future which includes but is not limited to the opening of new terrain, lifts, tram, trails, shops, zipline, terrain park, day lodge, 1050 new housing units, lodge facilities and other developments.  Alyeska is seeking a variance from Title 21 Chapter 9 to convert multi-family developments to single-family units on part of their development, to increase the heights of some of their buildings, and to modify the existing hotel, particularly to increase the size of the Columbia Ballroom. 
· Diana Livingston moved, that the Girdwood Land Use Committee send the GBOS a letter of non-objection to the Area Master Plan for Alyeska Resort as presented in a document dated October 2007 and as presented to the Land Use Committee on November 13, 2007, and that the letter of non-objection give voice to these exceptions to Title 21, Chapter 9:

 

1.    That Resort Single Family Lots with detached, 750 SF accessory units be permitted in areas currently zoned for multi family use.

 

2.    That the Grst1 height restriction of 40 feet be extended to 55 feet for design purposes and with the understanding that specific structural design be brought

       before the LUC for individual approval (currently required in Title 21, Ch.9).

 

3.    That the Grst1 height restriction of 75 feet be extended to 100 feet for design purposes and with the understanding that specific structural design be brought

       before the LUC for individual approval (currently required in Title 21, Ch. 9).

 

4.    That the Letter of Non-objection be extended to include a proposed addition to The Hotel Alyeska, an addition not shown in the Area Master Plan documents

       but presented at the LUC meeting.

Agenda Item LUC 0711-04:   Parking ban on Girdwood streets

· John Gallup said there is a need for a ban on parking along streets when it snows. A sign would be posted to let people know when the ban was to be in effect.  Signs would be located at the entry points to the subdivisions.
