Market Overview

The charts below illustrate the range of returns across managers in Callan’s Separate Account database over the
most recent one quarter and one year time periods. The database is broken down by asset class to illustrate the differencein
returns across those asset classes. An appropriate index is also shown for each asset class for comparison purposes. As an
example, the first bar in the upper chart illustrates the range of returns for domestic equity managers over the last quarter.
The triangle represents the S& P 500 return. The number next to the triangle represents the ranking of the S& P 500 in the
domestic equity manager database.

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DOMESTIC EQUITY
Active Management Overview

Activevsthe Index
The U.S. domestic stock market sailed through rough waters during the third quarter. Ben Bernanke navigated the

August subprime mortgage crisis by providing liquidity and slashed interest rates to 4.75% in September. Median
Growth funds outperformed their respective benchmarks, while Value funds lost ground against their benchmarks. A
similar story is true for the year ended September 30, 2007. The median Large Cap Value fund lagged the S& P 500
Value Index by 92 basis points, while the Median Small Cap Value fund returned 8.87% versus 10.02% for the S& P
600 Vaue Index.

LargeCap vs Small C
With the dollar weakening, the U.S. international trade deficit narrowed dlightly in July as exports increased over

imports.  Aircraft, automobiles, agricultural products, and consumer goods contributed most to overal gains.
Employment appeared weak across industries. For the quarter, the median Large Cap Core fund gained 1.99% versus a
loss of 2.48% for the median Small Cap Broad fund. The median Large Cap Growth and Value funds outperformed
their small cap counterparts by 343 and 656 basis points, respectively. For the year ended September 30, 2007, the
median Large Cap Core fund gained 16.31% besting the median Small Cap Broad fund by 53 basis points.

Growth vsValue
Third quarter results show investors pouring money into growth stocks. Due to the slowdown in earnings growth and

fading memories of the technology bust, the median Growth funds outperformed their respective benchmarks across all
capitalizations. The median Small Cap Growth fund returned 2.98%, 165 basis points more than the S& P 600 Growth
Index. Large Cap Growth returned 6.41% versus an S& P 500 Growth return of 3.76%. The median Small Cap Growth
fund outperformed the median Small Cap Value fund by 989 basis points, the median Mid Cap Growth fund
outperformed the median Mid Cap Value fund by 812 basis points, and the median Large Cap Growth fund
outperformed the median Large Cap Value fund by 676 basis points. For the year ended September 30, 2007, Growth
funds bested their Value counterparts across all capitalizations.
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DOMESTIC FIXED-INCOME
Active Management Overview

Activevsthe Index
The third quarter of 2007 was marked by the Federal Open Market Committee' s decision to cut the Fed Funds rate for

the first time since June 2003. The 50 basis points cut to 4.75% came as a surprise to many investors, even though the
economy had shown signs of softening in the wake of the current mortgage meltdown. The Fed rate cut, and the signal
that more cuts may follow, was the impetus behind the strong rally in the domestic fixed-income market. The Lehman
Aggregate returned 2.84% for the quarter, 29 basis points ahead of the median Core Bond fund return of 2.55%. For the
year ended September 30, 2007, the Lehman Aggregate and the median Core Bond Fund returned 5.14% and 5.04%,
respectively.

Short vsLong Duration
In response to the Fed rate cut, short term yields dropped and the yield curve shifted from relatively flat at the end of the

second quarter to steep at the end of the third quarter. The resulting yield curve explains the 249 basis points spread
between the median Active Cash manager’s return of 1.38% and the median Extended Maturity manager’s return of
3.87% for the third quarter. For the year ended September 30, 2007, the median return for the Extended Maturity
manager was 3.76% or 159 basis points below the 5.35% return of the median Active Cash manager. The relative
underperformance of the Extended Maturity managers was a result of the inverted yield curve that existed in prior
quarters.

Mortgages and High Yield
The Fed rate cut brought much needed relief to the Mortgage Backed sector, which has recently been plagued by

increasing mortgage defaults. After a 0.68% loss in the second quarter, the Mortgage Backed style group bounced back
in the third quarter with a 2.60% gain, four basis points behind the 2.64% return for the Lehman Mortgage index.
Although the High Yield style group was the worst performer in the third quarter, returning only 0.78%, it was still the
best performing style group for the one-year ended September 30, 2007. The median High Yield manager returned
7.95% for the year, 41 basis points ahead of the 7.54% return of the Lehman High Yield.
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INTERNATIONAL EQUITY
Active Management Overview

Activevs. the Index
The median Core International fund posted a modest gain of 1.96% for the quarter and underperformed the MSCI

EAFE by 22 basis points. European funds lagged Core funds returning 1.12% for the quarter and Japan lost 1.10%.
Attempting to rein in inflation, China s central bank continued to increase interest rates. In spite of the possibility of an
overheating Chinese market, Emerging Markets led al the global style groups with a quarterly gain of 13.01%. Strong
performances from China, Turkey, and Brazil fueled most of these gains despite the volatile U.S. credit market.
Emerging markets posted a staggering one-year return of 56.80%, lagging the MSCI Emerging Markets benchmark by
183 basis points.

Europe
Increasing inflation appeared to be a global concern when the European Central Bank temporarily suspended its planned

interest rate hike. Continuing to wait out the effects of the U.S. credit markets abroad, the ECB injected ample cash into
money markets, but kept interest rates steady. The effects of possible inflationary pressures on investors were apparent
with Europe's modest 1.12% return for the quarter, lagging the MSCI Europe Index by 57 basis points. The median
Europe fund posted a 27.77% return for the year, while its benchmark returned 27.51%.

Pacific

The median Pacific Basin fund was the only style to best its benchmark. Growth in the Pacific Basin remains strong,
with Japan continuing to be the most significant drag on the region’s performance, posting aloss of 1.10% in the quarter
ended September 30, 2007. The carry trade remains popular as the Australian dollar continues to gain on the yen,
which could prove beneficial for Japanese investors in the near future. Currency gains throughout the region, such as
Singapore, have helped to curb inflation and speculations of an overheating market. Overall, the median Pacific Basin
fund seems unaffected by the U.S. credit turmoil and returned 5.25% for the quarter, exceeding its benchmark by
1.96%. For the year ended September 30, 2007, the median Pacific Basin fund's return of 23.79% surpassed its
benchmark’ s return of 19.17%.
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INTERNATIONAL FIXED-INCOME
Active Management Overview

Activevs. the Index
In the third quarter of 2007, the International Fixed-Income market rebounded nicely from a poor showing in the

previous quarter. Active intervention by central banks around the world has temporarily stemmed aliquidity crisis that
nearly froze the global credit markets. The median Global Fixed-Income fund returned 6.11%, trailing the benchmark
Citi World Government Index return of 7.20%. The median Non-U.S. Fixed-Income fund returned 7.43%, failing to
surpass the 8.10% return of its benchmark, but beating the 2.90% return of the Citi Non-U.S. Hedged index. Non-U.S.
Fixed-Income funds outperformed their dollar-hedged counterparts and Global Fixed-Income funds due to the
continuing decline of the dollar. However, a stronger than expected U.S. jobs report at the end of the quarter reduced
concerns for arecession, and the resurfacing of global inflation concerns pushed yields higher. The one-year return of
the median Global Fixed-Income fund now trails its benchmark index by 6 basis points, 8.64% versus 8.70%.

Emerging Markets
The median Emerging Debt fund posted a 2.00% return, underperforming its benchmark index by 271 basis points. The

conservative fiscal policies of many Asian and South American nations encourage high savings rates. Emerging market
countries have become net creditors to the developed world, lending out over $600 billion in 2006. Current account
surpluses created large reserves of foreign currency, and the central banks of these developing countries were able to
implement large scale debt buyback programs, providing support for their own debt prices in the face of broader market
volatility. As a result, Emerging Market debt has become a haven of stability. For the past 12 months the median
Emerging Debt fund outpaced all other international debt groups with a return of 11.08%, yet greatly underperformed
the benchmark JP Morgan Emerging Market index return of 18.45%.
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ASSET ALLOCATION AND PERFORMANCE

Asset Allocation and Performance

This section begins with an overview of the fund’'s asset allocation at the broad asset class level. Thisis followed
by a top down performance attribution analysis which analyzes the fund's performance relative to the performance of the
fund’'s policy target asset alocation. The fund’s historical performance is then examined relative to funds with similar
objectives. Performance of each asset class is then shown relative to the asset class performance of other funds. Finally a
summary is presented of the holdings of the fund’s investment managers, and the returns of those managers over various
recent periods.
