•	 Vacant or underutilized commercial 
facilities (e.g. aging strip malls, 
warehouses, etc.)

•	 Former gas stations & auto-related 
businesses 

•	 Old railyards & truck depots

•	 Former dry cleaners

•	 Old buildings with asbestos, lead 
paint or other regulated materials

•	 Salvage yards, landfills & 
unpermitted dump sites

•	 Former agricultural lands

•	 Boarded up & abandoned buildings
