Agenda:
1. Discuss and approve GBOS Resolution 2018-16 Support for the Improved Seward Highway Interchange at Girdwood.
Group reviews the draft provided by Mike Edgington and Diana Livingston.  Some final edits are proposed:  Change type of Phase 2 to Phase 1 in the 2nd to last “whereas”; Insert “minimize” before traffic disruption.

Christina Hendrickson read the amended resolution in to the record.

Discussion:

Robert Snitzer asks for clarification of what the GBOS is looking for in this action.  It is thought that preliminary plans have begun on this project, but this section of road is not included in the highway improvements for this project.

John Weddleton states that adding this on, although it seems relatively simple, may be out of the question due to National Environmental Protection Act (NEPA) environmental impact study, which would likely take considerable time to re-do.  Flexibility may be constrained by the Federal highway fund project rules.
Motion:

GBOS moves to approve GBOS Resolution 2018-16 as read.

2. Read GBOS resolution 2018-17 Support for Marijuana On-Site Consumption Endorsement

As discussed at the GBOS October Regular Meeting, LUC has recommended that GBOS write this resolution of support.  Mike Edgington has drafted the document, and read it in to the record.

3. Discuss status of Grisham v MOA
Becky Windt Pearson and Pam Weiss join the meeting for this discussion, on behalf of the Municipal Attorneys Office.  As previously discussed, the MOA prefers to settle cases rather than go to trial to avoid the costs of  litigation, and only if the settlement gives the plaintiff rights that are entitled.  The attorneys report that there has been positive progress in reaching a potential settlement with Grisham.  Municipal Attorneys will also discuss this with the Forest Fair legal counsel.
Mike Edgington asks if there will be other opportunities to settle in the future.  Attorneys answer yes, but as both sides begin to prepare and enter discovery phase, the hard financial costs begin to rise.
Jerry Fox states that the community of Girdwood wants for Forest Fair to be able to continue to use their rules – No politicians, no dogs, no religious orders, no beer outside the beer garden as these have made for many successful years of non-politicized events.  Becky and Pam sound positive that the rules of the Forest Fair will remain.
In order to discuss the matter more fully, the GBOS adjourns this Special meeting and moves in to Executive Session.
