1) Review status of Whittier Police Service Contract.  Municipal Attorney’s Office has confirmed that Todd Sherwood is assigned to this project.  Jerry Fox is Girdwood Valley Service Area (GVSA) contact and Todd Sherwood to meet next week to discuss contract changes agreed to by WPD Chief and PSAC.  Goal is to have contract complete for Girdwood, MOA, and Whittier approvals.  Signed contract in November, ahead of Dec 31 deadline.
2) Review Forest Fair plans. Mike Opalka confirms that Forest Fair has doubled hired security at the fair.   Hydrants are being marked and Whittier/GFD will work together regarding vehicles in the way of fire and EMS apparatus.  Contracted crossing guards will manage the Hightower/Egloff intersection starting at 10AM daily.
