Increase in expenses are justified with increase in salary and benefits for officers including pay for on-call time, service during special events. 
Notable is the addition of parking enforcement. This will require agreement with Anchorage Parking Authority (APA) and receipt of APA ticket books.  Funds from parking enforcement will come back to the GVSA, however this is not intended or likely to become a revenue source, but may offset the cost of the support from Anchorage Parking Authority as each ticket also represents a cost paid to APA, whether the ticket is paid or not.

With approval of the contract by PSAC, Chief Achee and Whittier City Manager Jim Hunt will bring it to the Whittier Town Council for approval and it will be added to the GBOS agenda for vote to move on to the Anchorage Assembly for approval.  Assembly meetings are Oct 22 for introduction and November 5 for approval.

Speeding:
· Alyeska Highway – request for higher level of police presence.  Speeds in excess of 50 MPH in the 30 zone. Additional enforcement/requested.

· Timberline residents discussed speeding all the way to the end of the road, toward the Virgin Creek Falls Trailhead at the trail walk-thru last month.  Additional signage and enforcement requested.
· Incident last weekend (SUN AM):  Assault involving two individuals who know each other.  Both were injured.  Unlikely to present a threat to others.  Incident is under investigation.

3) Girdwood Grassroots concerns from prior meetings:
Update on request to lower speed limit on Crow Creek Road:  DOT will need to study the section of road and evaluate change of speed limit.
Update on Alyeska Highway Pedestrian Safety Corridor Sweeps mitigation:  Kyle working on formal Transfer of Responsibility Agreement (TORA) between GVSA and DOT.  Researched pricing of signage and bollards.  Once TORA is signed, they can be placed.  Bollards will be removed in winter for plowing.  Recent photo of car on the bike path is from an old section of path, almost at the pedestrian bridge over the railroad tracks.
Update on Hightower/Alyeska Hwy Crosswalk light project:  October 10 and 11 the equipment that has arrived will be placed, including push buttons and flashing light.  2 lamp posts are on back order and will be installed in November.
Special Events:  HLB is considering locations for impounded vehicles to be stored locally during special events. This would be a temporary (24 hour) impound location only.
