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Karcz Named Director of Public Transportation

Mayor Mark Begich named Jody Karcz as the new Director of Public Transportation for the Municipality of Anchorage. She will replace Tom Wilson, who will retire July 14.

A 33-year Anchorage resident and 22-year Public Transportation Department employee, Karcz served as Senior Planner. Most recently she spearheaded development and implementation of the People Mover Route Restructuring Plan which boosted yearly ridership from 3.2 million in 2002 to almost 4 million in 2005.

Karcz’s additional transportation experience includes working as Assistant and Associate Planner, as well as carpool coordinator for the Share-A-Ride program. She has worked
 with AMATS (Anchorage Metropolitan Area Transportation Solutions) since 1988, coordinating capital projects.  She wrote Anchorage’s first ADA Paratransit Plan. Her innovations led to Anchorage Public Transportation’s award winning Books on Buses, U-Pass (University of Alaska Anchorage free bus ridership), Travel Training (a personalized training program to teach senior citizens, people with disabilities, and others how to ride the bus) and “Riding The Bus With My Sister” programs.

Karcz holds a B.B.A. Degree in marketing from the University of Alaska Anchorage.
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
